Mr. Coati tan expivsscd approval of Blake’s 
suggested amendments to Curran’s resolu­
te n, particulaily that relating to defining 
the character of the measure of Irish 
local govern ment. Cost igan’s short speech 
as well as Blake’s long one, was couched 
in dignified language, neither being at all 
partisan in character.

DALTON Sl’CAtmiY
said in spite of the past conduct of this 
house lie had always had some doubt as 
to the light of Canada to deal with this 
question. This was the second pailia- 
meut in influence in the British Empire 
and after all had only delegated powers. 
It was true that he had not objected to 
the previous resolution, but we had not

WALSH, OP r. E. I. 
civ ed the evening’s discussion by a free 
and easy speech, in which he pave a his­
tory of imd laws iu his province. He 
closed his speech in unique fashion, by 
observing that if the landlordism of 
forty years ago had continued to exist 
thei aid if the lanllord came around 
evicting tenants then —(he paused, raising 
his hands in lhe attitude of holding a 
gun, nude a noise imitating the sound of 
me weapon and sat down amid uproarious 
laughter.)

Laurier moved the adjournment of the 
debate, which comes the first on orders of 
the day to-morrow,

sir John -,
to-day stated that Tapper was acting 
high "commissioner without emolument 
and that the routine work of the otlicc 
was performed by Mr. Colmer.

A return brought down to-day shows 
the revenue for the period between July 
1st, 1886 and April 10, 1887, was tiventy- 
six million dollars arid the expenditure 
twenty-four million six hundred thous­
and. For the corresponding period dost 
year the revenue was $25,990,000 and the 
expenditure $27,550,000.

Ottawa, April 22.—A number of priv­
ate bills were read a first time.

Sir John Macdonald introduced a bill 
respecting representation of the North­
west in the senate. The hill provides for 
two senators in the terri tot ins.

Tupper of Bictou introduced a bill 
granting appeal to supreme court of 
Canada from county courts in cases 
where connty courts and the supreme 
court of the provinces have concur.ent 
jurisdiction.

LAURIER
r «slimed the discussion of the Irish re- 
s dution in mi argumentative and im­
pressive speech, tracing the analogy be­
tween the condition of Canada when a 
crown colony and the condition of Ire­
land to-day. llis argument was that 
th «re were two ways of governing people, 
bv despotism or coercion, or by free in­
stitutions. The first method applied to 
inferior races ; the latter alone could 
operate among high spirited pco2>lv. All 
arguments against the home rule bill had 
long ago 1 evn used ngain=t responsible 
government in Canada. When recom­
mended by Lord Dm ham at that time, 
Loid John Russell, the most liberal 
statesman of bis day, saw great danger in 
the proposition, the same dangez, iu fa t, 
which many see in granting home rule 
to Ireland. It was true that there were 
demagogues, but agitators of this class 
were only dangerous when the privilege 
of self-government was denied. Papineau, 
before constitutional liberty was given to 
Canada, was the idol of liis country. 
After that privilege was granted he sought 
to raise a new agitation, but lie who a 
few years before might have recalled the 
whole province to his standard, was not 
able to obtain any following among a free 
people. Such would lie the effect of home 
rule if granted to Ireland.

TO LANDERKIN
of South G rev, who followed Laurier’s 
good tempered speech belongs the credit 
for introducing party politics into the 
discussion. He assailed the ministerial 
party, and the ministers themselves, par­
ticularly Costigan and Thompson, declar­
ing that the Tories were favored by all 
the enemies of Ireland. Ilis speech seem­
ed to be a studied attempt to provoke the 
supporters of the government into opposi­
tion to Curran’s resolution.

BLAKE
took the floor at a quarter before five and 
began by expressing regret at the fate of 
his resolutions in 1882, afterward observ­
ing that it was a proper thing to get an 
expression of opinion from this new par­
liament. He objected to the phraseology 
of Curran’s resolution, holding that it was 
injudicious to use the word “ protest,” or 
any language implying condemnation, 
and that it would be better to use the 
language of hope than of protest. He 
thought it would be better not to define 
the character of home rule desired, by 
asking that the measure be similar to that 
of Canada. The best thing would be to 
have the matter ex presse-i in general 
terms. He would not, however, move an 
amendment, but would suggest that 
Curran might so amend the resolution. 
Blake discussed in detail the provisions 
of the crimes bill, condemning in general 
the principle and detail of the measure. 
Then explaining the condition of the 
Irish tenantry and quoting General 
Buller, be made extensive criticism of the 
speeches against Curran’s resol ution. He 
could not agree that this house was in­
sufficiently informed on the case to pro­
nounce an opinion, hut was willing to 
concede that the speakers who made that 
argument proved it true in their case. 
Blake spoke for 1| hours, closing at re­
cess with an eloquent peroration, in 
which he declared that the long delay of 
justice to Ireland might make separation 
an issue, while it would certainly render 
the concession less valuable for the pur­
pose it was demanded—to restore the 
friendly feeling and strengthen the bond 

. of unity between the different sections of 
the British empire. Iu the comseof his 
speech he protested against" the violent 
language of O’Brien and Muskoka and as­
serted that if editor O’Brien came to this 
country on a campaign against one par­
ticular landlord, liberty would be allow­
ed him to say what lie liked without 
police surveillance or police protection.

HON. COSTIGAN
resumed the discussion after recess. He 
made a moderate presentation of the case, 
paying a warm t ibute to Mr. Gladstone 
and charging tht liberal unionists uith 
defeating the home rule measure, and 
preventing the only possible solut on of 
the question. He quoted extensively from 
opinions of judges iu Ireland of contrary 
tenor to those quoted yesterday by 
McNeil. The authorities quoted by 
Costigan went to show that the Irish peo­
ple were not disposed to crime. With 
aj ol -gies to the house he would make 
brief reference to the charge made against 
him by Landerkin, namely that he had 
destroyed the Blake resolutions of last 
year. He would cite a better friend of 
Ireland than any gentleman opposite— 
the home rule paper, United Ireland, 
which declared that between Blake’s re­
solution and the Costigan amendment 
there was no substantial difference, but 
that the latter was the more valuable, 
being moved by a responsible member of 
th; ministry and not by an irresponsible 
opposition. This was all the defence of 
his conduct which he thought necessary 
to make. He (Costigan) did not share 
the fear some members felt of Irishmen 
in the United States. The Irish people 
in the United States remerabeied that in 
the time of Irish famine the parliament 
of Canada hail come to the relief of the 
suffering poor and that twice parliament 
here had expressed sympathy with Ireland

q est ion had drifted now. We were no 
1 nger asked to express approval of the 
general question of home rule which 
"might be harmless even if beyond our 
legitimate functions, but were called upon 
to pronounce opinion on a specific meas­
ure' now before the imperial parliament. 
Are we not going too far, considering 
that we have neither full knowledge nor 
the slightest responsibility in the premi­
ses ? lie admitted that be was not suffi­
ciently well informed oil the subject to 
legislate on the Irish' questions and could 
prove that the leader of the opposition 
was in the same position. He found that 
before the coercion bill was introduced 
out of one thousand crimes commiteed 
only sixty-two convictions followed.— 
When the pioposcd measure would cure 
this he could not tell. A large majority 
in the British parliament who were at 
least in a better position to judge than 
this house had thought it would and to 
them the decision of this case should be 
left. The right of trial by jury had 
been warmly contended for by Laurier 
and Blake, but be would remind these 
gentlemen of bill passed by them in 1877, 
in the time of Grand Trunk railway 
strike. Mr. Blake had then passed a latv 
making strikes of this kind crimes, and 
went so far as to enact that trial be sum­
mary before two magistrates with no jury. 
This was Blake’s coercion bill. Then we 
had the Canada Temperance Act and 
many other laws in which trial by jury 
was refused. McCarthy read the crimes 
hill clause by clause with comments.— 
Afterwards he warned the house against 
interposition in imperial affairs. We 
should remember that while our resolu­
tions would probably find their way into 
the waste basket, while the legislation 
of the imperial parliament had the foice 
of law in Canada, was it wise for Canada 
to invite imperial interference in our 
local affairs ? Then let us abstain from 
interference in the local affairs of Great 
Britain. He proposed an amendment 
that it was inexpedient to affirm the reso­
lutions in this house dealing with a ques­
tion now before the imperial parliament 
respecting the suppression of crime in 
Ireland.
