From a purely practical point of view,
however, some things certainly may be
8o completely lost to further use that
their loss may well be considered abso-
lute, and one of these is the metal lost
in the wear of railway rolling stock
brasses. For the speculator fn copper
values, the promoter of & copper “cor-
ner,” to use the broker’s cant, the cop-
per which has gone into railway
brasses need have no terror. It is not
likely ever to be available again in full
measure. It is dissipated so complete-
ly, in part at least, that its practical
recovery is not likely to receive much
serious consideration. From the best
available deductions on the subject it
appears that 5 per cent of the annual
copper production of the world disap-
pears in this way every year.

In 1890 the late Mr. Robert
Goelet purchased the Moore prop-
erty, about six miles from Mata-
pedia on the Quebec side of the
testigouche, for $20,000. Yet he
fished this water. which is about
three quarters of a mile ln' extent,
only on two occasions, and then
with poor success, as the owner of
the opposite side of the river .as-
serted that the boundary line be-
tween the two provinces was the
middle of the stream, aud all the
best of the fishing was on the
New Brunswick side of the river.
This made Mr. Goelet’s purchase
of very small valoe so far as fish-
ing was concerned.

In 1886 Mr. Goelet purchased
the McAndrew property, seventeen
miles from Matapedia, for $35,000
In 1883 it cost Mr. McAndrew
about five thousand dollars.

The Sweeney and Dean Sage
estate properties at the mouth of
the Upsalquitch, seven toiles from
Matapedia, were originally pur-
‘chased from resident proprietors
between 1880 and 1885, for about
| five thousand dollars. The Sweeny
lots are now held by Mr. Payne,
of Cleveland, who paid $35,000
for them in 1885. The late Dean
Sage sold part of his rights on the
New Brunswick side to his friend,
Mr. Clyde of New York, for $7,000
Harry Hollins - became the pro-
prietor some ten years ago of the
Brandy Brook pocl and neighbor-
ing waters, paying $15,000 for
them. - 5

For the Kedgwick pools at the
mouth of the river where it enters
the Restigouche, and for some of
the still lower pools, Archibald
Rogers of New York, paid $7,000
a few years ago, aud they could
not now be bought for $70,000.

1o addition to the main club
houses of the Restigouche Salmon
Club, 1ts members have at their
disposal a number of comfortable
subsidiary camps in different parts
of their territory. So far thissea-
son thg sport has been far from
good, though better sport is looked
for later, the season being late and
the fish scarce and small,

While Billy Florence almost al-

Scarcely second in importance
to the Restigouche is the Casca-
pedia. It is probable that the
provincial government could easily
obtain a quarter of a million dollars
for its fishing rights in this fam-
ous stream, For a portion of them
it receives $8,500 a year- from the
Cascapedia Salmon Club,

No finer pools, ng better fishing
and no larger salmon are to be
found in North America than those
of the Cascapedia. ' It has been
fished by nearly all the recent
