Engineer Will Have Jamei Street 
One Scoured This Week.

legal Action In Coal Oil Inlet Case 
Begins This Month.

Too Expensive to Build New Jolley 
Cut Road, Barrow Says.

City Engineer Barrow announced 
this morning that the James street 
reservoir would be** cleaned out this 
week. The Barton reservoir will not 
be touched this fall. It was given a 
thorough cleaning last year and it re­
quired a week to do the job. Mr. Bar- 
row says the James street one can 
be cleaned in a day.

It is expected that the legal machin­
ery by which it is hoped to abolish 
the Coal Oil Inlet nuisance will be 
set in motion this month. The course 
to be pursued will probably be to 
apply to the judge for a temporary 
injunction restraining the parties al­
leged to be contributing to the nui­
sance from doing business. It ia 
thought me city and otner parties in­
terested might join with the Board 
of Health and Radial Company in 
filling in the inlet, but it is doubtful 
even then if the big east end con­
cerns backing the board in the legal 
battle would be content to have the 
places remain as at present. The 
board meets on Thursday night to 
talk the matter over.

' Mr. Barrow, after inspecting the 
sandsucker at the Beach yqsterday 
and having a conference with those 
in charge of the work of repairing 
the damage done by the fire, has 
mapped out a programme which he 
says will save the city considerable 
money. The machinery has « been 
taken off the dredge which is to be 
floated over the middle road to the 
end of the other basin, where it will 
remain for the winter under the^ 
watchful eye of ' Caretaker Myles 
Hunting, thus avoiding the necessity 
of employing" a watchman. The 
dredge will be repaired nt once and 
put in good shape for the spring.

The chief business for the Fire and 
Water Committee to-morrow night is 
the consideration of the specifications 
for the new electric pumps for the 
Beach. Tenders will also be received 
for hydrant patterns and for repair­
ing the old hook and ladder truck.

City Engineer Barrow will report 
on the proposal to supply Dundas 
with water, and the City Solicitor and 
Chief TenEyck on thé oil by-law.

The suggestion made by C. J. Myles 
to build a new road from the Jolley, 
Cut to the head of Victoria avenue 
i$ an excellent one, the city engin­
eer thinks, but he says the cost would 
he pb great as to prevent the work 
being done. On account of the slid­
ing nature of the ground he believe* 

"it would take $50,000 or more to make 
a good job of it.

T. S. Depew was granted a permit 
to-day for two frame houses on Kin' 
rade avenue, between Cannon and 
Barton street, to cost $3,000.

MINING CASE.
Deputation Asks the Government to 

Give Company Relief.

Toronto, Ont., Nor. 5.— (Special).—A 
large deputation representing the direc­
tors and shareholders of the Temiskam- 
ing and Hudson Bay Mining Co. arriv­
ed in the city in a private car this morn­
ing from New Liekeard and waited on 
Hon. Mr. Cochrane and Hon. W. Foy 
at the Parliament buildings. The ob­
ject of the visit was to discuss the suit 
brought .against the company in regard 
to some mining properties in the town­
ship of Coleman. Owing to the contin­
ued absence of one important witnpas 
who cannot be located, seven claim» of 
280 acres of mining land» are affected 
by the Legislature, although the action 
only involves one. The Ministers promis­
ed to consider the request and will con­
fer on a future occasion ’with company’s 
directors.

THE HAUNTED HOUSE
Winnipeg Free Press His to Pay 

* Thousand Dollars.

Ottawa, Nov. 5.— (Special)—In the Su­
preme Court to-day judgment was given 
dismissing the appeal of the Manitoba 
Free Press against Nagy with costs. 
The câse arose out of a paragraph in 
the Free Press about a haunted house. 
Mr. Nagy, the owner, sued fojr damages, 
and the trial judge dismissed the case. 
On an appeal $1,000 damage was given 
Nagy. From this judgment the Free 
Prêts appealed to the Supreme Court at 
Ottawa, and the appeal has been dismiss­
ed, which means that Mr. Nagy gets 
$1,000 damages.

Ottawa Free Press: The victory was 
complete and Ottawa earned every point 
scored. Hamilton’s total, secured in the 
second quarter, was the result of 
O’Brien’s fumble, the ball rolling over 
the line, where Barron fell in for a 
touchdown. The sudden change of tide 
cannot be ecounted in any particular 
way but to a proverbial Ottawa finish, 
which in turn brought about disorgani­
zation and defeat to the Tigers. Where 
Hamilton was strong in the first half, 
viz., the line, she waa outplayed in the 
second. Early in the game Ballard and 
his backs pulled off some magnificent 
criss-crosses of such perplexing design 
the Ottawa team was wholly at sea and 
Tigers made from two to twenty yards 
every time it was worked. Indeed, as 
soon as the ball was scrimmaged, each 
Ottawa player marked a man, and it 
was only in this manner the play was 
stalled, the whereabouts of the bell be­
ing as mysterious as Raymond Hitch­
cock. Tigers kept pushing and eftioving, 
and despite ‘‘King” Clancy’s entreaties 
from the side lines to “get ’em low,” the 
jungle boys steadily advanced toward 
their goal. Ottawa never handled the 
ball for a full five minutes after the kick 
off. In the second half they were sel­
dom out of possession.

The Tiger wings appeared able to find 
their way through the Ottawa line with 
utmost ease in the first half. Oftentimes 
Williams. Coursol and Gleeson were 
downed hard before they had loppor- 
tunities to punt. On the other hand, 
the first portion of the match saw the 
Tiger backs well protected. But that 
only applies to the initial stage of the 
game. In the second half matters were 
diametrically opposite. Ryan. Aylmer 
and Church blocked when Ottawa had 
the ball, and tore through when the Tig­
ers had it.

The Ottawa backs handled the greasy 
ball with more assurance in the fourth 
quarter then they have ever shown un­
der more favorable conditions. After 
Gleeson retired, Williams moved to cen­
tre half and did most of the punting. 
The manner in which he carried back 
kicks and eluded the Tiger wings after 
feinting to punt, showed his heed was 
screwed on the proper way.

Art Moore, the lightning right-half, is 
the best all-round player seen at ’Var- 
sity Oval in some years. And at that 
the shocking state of the turf did not 
give him an opportunity of displaying 
his best. Speed is apparently his long 
suit, but he also possesses a good toe 
and a trusty pair of hands. When Tig­
ers were on the defence. Moore moved 
up to the wing on the right side and 
proved a useful man at blocking. Few 
escape when he tackles. DumjJV Ral 
lard is a little box of tricks. That dou­
ble-barrelled criss-cross was indeed an 
elusive problem for the Ottawa wings 
to negotiate. Probably with better foot­
ing Ballard would have worked it more 
effectively. The soft state of the ground 
did not assist his line bucking either. 
All his signals connected and the whole 
team seemed well drilled in them. The 
whole Tiger line is hard-working, aggres­
sive, and plays straight football. Not a 
man attempts any underhand work, de­
pending entirely on his football ability 
to win the game. They ere also thor­
oughly imbued with a fine sporting in­
stinct, and while one of the hardest and 
best playing team» that ever came to 
Ottawa, they likewise are a collection of 
gentlemen end a credit to their town. 
After their arrival at the Russell House 
from the Oval, they clustered in the cen­
tre of the rotunda and gave three cheers 
for Ottawa.
