Is More Popular Than Ever.

HIS DOINGS 
IN THE WEST.

Many Charges Against F, J. 
Vale, Under Arrest Here.

It Is Said That He Worked the 
Religious Scheme.

Officer on His Way Here to Take 
Him Back•

"Hold for me; have written about 
this man.” Those were the words of 
a telegram received by Chief Smith 
on Saturday afternoon from the Chief 
of the Northwest Mounted Police in 
Saskatchewan.

The man referred to wa-s F. J. Vale, 
now being held here on a charge of for­
gery. Thie morning the chief received 
the letter mentioned in telegram. The 
Chief of Police in Regina recounts 
depredations alleged to have been car­
ried on by the man in custody here.

The letter states that he is wanted 
j several charges for obtaining 

money by false pretence from many 
farmers in the Province of Saskatch-

Under the cloak of religion. Vale, 
it is alleged, has played on the credul­
ity of farmers and obtained substan­
tial sums. He is .«aid to be a first- 
class pianist and knows all the Gos­
pel hymns as well as he knows the 
alphabet. His method of working the 
farmers, the letter states, is to go to 
their homes, get well known and play 
the piano; get the family to join in 
the singing of the old hymns; then 
when lie has satisfied the credulous 
ones, it is alleged lie suddenly springs 
it on those who believe him that a 
relative has suddenly died in the east. 
Hamilton, it is said, he mostly men­
tioned. His next move was to say lie 
was short of funds and to borrow 
some from the farmers saying he 
would benefit financially by the death 
of his relative in the east.

In several cases he showed letters, 
which he claimed had been sent from 
relatives. One letter he showed a 
farmer had the address of 28 Chest­
nut avenue, which he said was where 
his sister lived.

Last. Monday it was ascertained that 
he had bought a ticket for Hamilton. 
The chief of the N. W. M. P. wired 
the police in Fort William to ar­
rest. him on the arrival of the train 
there, but no word was received from 
them. It was then learned from the 
newspapers that Vale was arrested 
here and the telegram received by 
Chief Smith on Saturday is the re­
sult.

An officer of the N. W. M. P. left 
Regina on Saturday for this city and 
on his arrival here Vale will be at 
once taken back to face the charges 
preferred against him.

Enquiries made at the addresses on 
West avenue north and Chestnut avenue, 
where Vale said he boarded and had 
relatives, reveal the cast that he is un­
known. He. however, must have known 
the city fairly well.

Hence acoom 
n.odation for these will be provided with 
their separate cells and workshops and 
recreation rooms, under conditions 
where the dual elements of their crimin 
al conduct and their mental disability 
will each receive its proper treatment.
