the Rusao-OEMEAN ESTRANGEMENT. 
London, Aug. 26.—The Foreign Office 

,t Berlin haa addressed a letter to the Im­
perial Chancellor at St. Petersburg making 
, formal complaint of the undisguised hoe* 
tlity towards Germany which has been for 
■ome time manifested in the Russian 
preei. Thia letter, which is understood 
to have been dictated by Prince Bismarck, 
is couched in extremely plain and emphatic 
language. It call» the attention of the 
RuMian Government to the fact that the 
institutions of Russia give to the Govern­
ment absolute control over the press 
of that empire, and that if the Russian 
newspapers are permitted persistently to 
express a hostile sentiment towards a 
power with which Russia is at peace, it 
must be with the connivance and tacit ap­
proval of the Russian Administration. A 
reply to this letter haa been received at 
Berlin from the Russian Chancellor, and 
the purport of its contenta has been com­
municated to the semi-official press of this 
capital. The Russian letter, which is writ­
ten in the usual adroit style of Muscovite 
diplomacy, states that his Majesty the 
Czar finds it impossible, even if it 
were desirable, to check the expression 
of opinion on the part of the independent 
organs of public sentiment. In Berlin 
this reply is considered as disingenuous in 
the extreme. The absolute control which 
the Russian administration exercise over 
the newspapers of the empire is too well 
known to permit an excuse set forth 
in a Russian letter to be accepted as 
anything but a mockery. The estrange­
ment between Russia and Germany
daily increases and it is believed that un­
less Prince Bismarck is playing one of hia 
unexpected games, of which the result is 
exactly the contrary of that expected by 
spectators, war between the two Empires 
is not improbable. Meanwhile the rela­
tions between Austria and Germany
daily become more cordial, and ÜE
things continue as they are, in the 
event of war between Bussia and 
Germany, Austria would be found on 
the side of the latter.

EMIGRATION MOVEMENTS IN ENGLAND.
An extension of the organized move­

ments for emigration to the United States 
is attracting much attentiee through­
out England and Scotland. During 
the recent visit to England of 
Mr. Gowen, President of the Reading 
Railway Company, it is understood that 
he set on foot a movement among the 
minersoftheEnglish and Scotch coal regions 
for a systematized emigration to the coal 
regions of Pennsylvania. The poli­
tical advisers and leaders of the 
miners are not altogether in­
clined to favour the proposed scheme 
for systematic emigration, and those 
schemes meet with strenuous opposition 
from certain prominent politicians of the 
Radical wing of the Liberal party. The 
influence of the politicians, however, goes 
for little in comparison to that of 
the natural leaders of the miners, men 
of their own class thoroughly understand- 
isgthe hardships which they here endure, and 
the prospects which they have of bettering 
themselves in America. The recent de­
parture from Sheffield 
skilled artisans in 
trade has also had 
fluence in accelerating 
movement.

The address to Lieut. Carey declaring 
that he has been unwarrantably censured 
has received 3,000 additional signatures in 
Plymouth since Monday.

Messrs Albert Pell and Clare Sewell 
Read, members of Parliament, coming to 
America in connection with the Commis­
sion to inquire into the agricultural de­
pression in England, sail from Liverpool 
on the 26th for New York.

The London Board of Trade announces 
that the acreage under wheat is ten per 
cent, lees than that in 1878 ; oats, one 
per cent, less ; hops, five per cent less.

League demonstration at the Rotunda last 
night wae only attended by four members 
of Parliament, of whom Mr, Charles Par­
nell was the most notable. The hall was 
crowded with workingmen. The proceed­
ings throughout were riotous and disor­
derly. The majority of those present 
were remarkable for their hostility to­
ward the more moderate section of the 
Home Rule members. The meeting passed 
a series of resolutions in favour of tne ob­
structive policy pursued by their repre­
sentatives in the Commons, and expressing 
the necessity of purging the party of 
members who have shown a lukewarmness. 
Several fights occurred. Dissenters from 
the resolutions, after receiving very rough 
usage, were thrust out to encounter the 
tender mercies of a mob awaiting them.

HANGED ON A RAPE COURSE.
Political Ex era Ilea» la BassU.

Odessa, Ang. 26.—Two prisoners re­
cently sentenced to be hanged were found 
guilty of preparing explosions to kill the 
Csar when he wm visiting Nioolaieff. The 
criminals are a Jew and a naval deserter. 
Their sentences will be carried out at Ni- 
oolaiffe. Three other Nihilists of the five 
«entesmed by the military tribunal two of 
whom were executed on 23rd met., were 
hanged on the race course at Odessa. These 
make twelve executions for political offences 
in Russia in about a year.

U. S. HARVEST PROSPECTS.
Preeeat Slate el Ike Crepe.

Washington, D.C., Ang. 25.—Returns 
show the average condition of corn on 1st 
August wu 93 against 93 in July, and 96 
in August last ye*. The middle States 
all show a high average area planted. 
Buckwheats show a slight decrease since 
lust year. New York and Pennsylvania, 
whicn grow half of the buckwheat of the 
country, show a loss of 3 per cent. The 
condition of the potato crop is 97 against 
88 in July. The Middle States show a rise 
of 95 to 102. The summer of 1879 has been 
unfavourable for the hay crop. The 
drought in June and Jnly wu very detri­
mental. The New England and Middle 
States crop is good, but it is short in all 
the Southern States.

LIEUT. CAREY’S EXONERATION.

FThat the Speech from the Throne at the open­
ing of the eeeeion la a document of the highest hn- 
poitance, because the Government calls upon «be 
authorities of the Crown to witness the meaeuree 
which it promises to submit te the Legislature 
Todd, vol. 11, pege 293. But that the present Gov­
ernment has not realised the weight of each obliga­
tions, and haa treated them lightly by refraining 
from submitting to the Legislature, the greater 
number of the measures announced in the Speech 
from the Throne.

2. That the address of hit Honour the Lieutenant- 
Governor should represent the authority of the 
Crown, personify the wisdom and practical experi­
ence of the executive power, and possess the neces­
sary ability to carry out in both Houses the obliga­
tions which they publidy assumed, not merely to 
their continuance in since, but also to the integrity 
and usefulness of their legislative measures. Todd 
pages 299 and 812 But that the present Govern­
ment haa put itself in disaccord with the principle 
of Ministerial responsibility by submitting to the 
caprice of a fluctuating majority, which 
interfered in the carrying out of ite 
measures, and deprived it of its control 
of legislation, thus allowing the influence of the 
Executive to pass out of the hands of the respon­
sible servants of the Crown into those of men who 
merely represent an outside will and are serving 
private interests.

8. That the principle of Parliamentary control 
over the public expenditure haa been rendered 
■acred by the experience of several centuries, and 
proclaimed in tbe bill of rights that the Legislature 
is jealous of such control, which is the greatest 
safeguard of our pollticsd rights and liberties, and 
that this principle is equally applicable V. 
the payment or to the agreement to pay any 
sums of money, and to the remission of debts due 
to the Crown. Todd, pp. 463-456. But that the 
present Government, against the spirit of the con­
stitution, has involved considerable sums in the 
purchase of land, and in the carrying out of con* 
tracts without having consulted the Legislature, 
and even in certain cases, despite the refusal of this 
Council to authorise such payments. That it has 
remitted considerable debts which the Legislative 
Assembly had declared collectable, and haa leaned 
special warrants for merely an administrative pur 
pose to the extent of over $200,000 in exceea of the 
sums authorized by the Legislature.

4. That the law of the country extends its 
sovereign authority over those who govern as well 
as over those who are governed ; that the pretended 
power of suspending of laws, or the execution of 
laws without the consent of Parliament is illegal,- 
and that mere orders-in-Council suspending the 
operation of a statute are irregular and invalid if 
they have not the sanction of the Legislature.

IMPROVEMENT IN THE UNITED STATES,
New York, Aug. 23.—The Tribune pub­

lishes interviews with a Urge number of 
prominent business men on trade prospects. 
The leading hueineu men of New York ex­
press a belief that times are steadily im­
proving. The abundant h*vests m the 
West and South are cited for the basis of 
this belief. A revival of the manufactur­
ing inter*te in different p*t* of the coun­
try is also mentioned u proof of returning 
prosperity. Prie* in all departments of 
trade are firm with a tendency to rise. In 
many cases the volume of business in the 
past six months shows an increase over that 
of any corresponding period since 1873, and 
in every instance the volume of business 
thus f* for the present season is consider­
ably in excess of last ye*. Intelligence 
has been received that a more cheerful feel­
ing exists all over the land than at any 
time since 1873.

The records of the Treasury Department 
at Washington show a decided increase in 
the building of steam vessels this ye* over 
last. The Treasury officials estimate that 
the total tonnage for the ye* will be 88,810 
against 81,860 for the previous year, an in­
crease of ne*ly 8J per cent.

THE SITUATION IN SUROPE.
"London, Aug. 23.—A Paris correspondent 

says :—“ Over twenty millions francs have 
been shipped from French ports for the 
United States in the last three weeks. The 
Bank of France has now sold the whole of 
its small stock of foreign gold coin. One 
of the chief bullion houses of Paris esti­
mates that the insufficient crops of Eng­
land, France and Germany will necessitate 
purchases in the United States to the 
amount of £20,000,000 sterling.”

The Standard says it is thought a million 
and a half sterling more will leave France 
for the United States.

‘ A redaction of five per cent, in the wages 
of calico weavers at Oldham came quietly 
into force on Friday. The weavers *e 
aware that trade is so bad that opposition 
to the redaction is useless.

THE BELLEVILLE BIGAMY CASE.
Trial and Committal of the Woman 

MlteheU.
Belleville, Aug. 26.—The ch*ge of 

bigamy preferred against Mrs. Annie Mit­
chell was brought up to-day at the police 
court. Mr. Coleman, for the Crown, said 
he propoeed to go on with the ch*ge of 
aiding and abetting Arthur Bonter in 
committing the felony of bigamy. He had 
not the evidence as to the prisoner's 
bigamy, but hoped to get it. Mr. Mc­
Mahon, for the prisoner, objected to his 
client being tried on two charges. 
She must be tried for one charge or the 
other. The magistrates held that one of 
the charg* must be proceeded with and 
the other must be dropped. As the Crown 
offered no evidence as to the ch*ge of 
bigamy the prisoner would be diach*ged 
on that indictment The ch*ge of aiding 
and abetting Bonter in committing a felony 
was then proceeded with. Several wit­
nesses were examined, who recognized Bou­
ter as the person who gave his name as 
Bates, and the prisoner, who gave hers 
Annie Gray. Prisoner was committed for 
trial at the next court of criminal jurisdic­
tion, bail being refused.

THE PROPOSED FUSION.
A Manifesto from the Grand Trunk Rail­

way-
London, Aug. 25.—The answer of the 

officials of the Grand Trunk railway to the 
Great Western Company is published. It 
states that if the Directors of the Great 
Western adhere to their present decision, 
the Directors of the Grand Trunk will 
appeal to the shareholders of the two 
companies, to whom they can guarantee 
upwards of £200,000 as an immediate ad­
vantage from the fusion.

It is rumoured Sir Edward Watkin has 
been offered the chairmanship of the Great 
Western Company.

The Telegraph says it is understood the 
hairmanship of the Great Western road 
has been offered to a well-known railway 
man, who favours the fusion.

Because the Government has not either by economy 
or retrenchment, or by judicious development of 
our resources, made up the deficit, but, on the con­
trary, has allowed it to increase, and because it has 
not been able to provide the ways and means at the 
same time to meet the ordinary expenditure, 
obligations already incurred, and payments to be­
come due on public works in progress- (2nd.) Be­
cause the Government does not possess sufficient 
elements of confidence and strength to effidentiy 
administer the affairs of this Province, and that the 
abandonment of its chief measures is an 
avowal that it is unable to satisfy the requirements 
of the country ; and this Couutil, while 
declaring its willingness to (grant her Majesty the 
supplies necessary for public service, deems it its 
duty to delay the adoption of the Supply Bill now 
before this House, until it shall have pleased his 
honour the Lieutenant-Governor to choose advisers 
disposed to maintain hia dignity, by the fulfilment 
of the promisee made in ms name, to respect the 
spirit of that constitution and the rights of the Pro­
vince of Quebec, by not incurring considerable ex­
penses without the consent of the Legis­
