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C.N.R. EARNINGS SHOW 
EXTRAORDINARY GAINS

Business Along the Older Lines and 
on the Branches Has Steadily In­
creased—Figures Show the Yearly 
Earnings.

Although, in common with other 
railroads of the North American con­
tinent, the C.N.R. has had to meet 
additional costs of operation, its earn- 
irge continue to show extraordinary 
gains. In the pamphlet report which 
has just recently been issued there 
is contained enough material of a 
kind to inspire the belief that the 
future of the C.N.R. will not be unlike 
that of the C.P.R. when that road was 
in a corresponding state of develop­
ment. A glance over its reports will 
show that the net earnings of the 
company have steadily advanced. With 
extending lines this may not be re­
garded as unusual, but, on the other 
hand, a new enterprise of this kind 
has difficulties to meet which the 
older-established roads have not.

In the new districts which have 
teen entered business has been found 

^ in substantial quantities, otherwise 
the gross earnings could not show au 
increase of $11,383,482 in eight years. 
When the first annual" report was is­
sued, for the year 1902-3, the gross 
earnings reached the somewhat mod­
est total of $2,449,579, and since that 
year the company has been steadily 
intading new territory and connecting 
up links in the plan for a great trans­
continental. Each step has been ap­
parently made to pay for itself, as the 
table given herewith, and adapted 
frinrn a circular dealing with the C. 
X.R. issued by W. A. Faulkner and 
Go.,of Winnipeg, shows

immigrants' effects of 1939 cars, or 
62 per cent, over the previous year, 
and 12,211 cars, or 128 per cent, over 
the years 1909, of coarse building 
materials, are gratifying "proofs of 
both kinds of expansion in your terri­
tory, viz., the opening up of new dis­
trict^ and the improvement in the 
quality of commercial and domestic 
construction 'n the towns. The larger 
centres reached by your railway, such 
as Winnipeg, Regina, Saskatoon, 
Prince Albert and Edmonton, have 
grown considerably during the year, 
but the expansion, as indicated by 
the haulage of heavy building mater­
ials, applies to practically every* dis­
trict which your railway serves. Com­
mercial conditions generally through­
out Western Canada are reflected in 
the substantial increase in freight rS- 
venues from the movement of west­
bound business.

Reach Calgary at Early Date.
The average mileage operated dur­

ing the year was 3,179, compared with 
3,013 the preceding year. The most 
noteworthy of the lines taken over 
from the construction department by 
the railway company is that from 
Zealandia to Kindersley on the Sas- 
katoon-Calgary line, which has open­
ed up a remarkably extensive and 
fertile tract of country. During the 
early spring as may as 40 carloads of 
immigrants’ effects were daily being 
hauled to Kindersley, which, although 
a town of less than one year old, has 
nearly one thousand inhabitants. . It 
is expected the line will roach Calgary 
at an early date, and give that most 
important city its first competitive 
railway. The mileage actually 
brought into operation does not fully 
represent the extent of the growth of 
your railway during the year.- Con­
siderable stretches of line which have 
been constructed had not been for­
mally taken over bv the pperating de­
partment at the close of the fiscal 
year, although an immigration service 
was being furnished by the construc­
tion department into several districts 
hitherto uaireached by railways.

The expansion of lines already m 
hand assures considerable develop­
ment in the immediate future. The 

Tapping of the Enormous Timber 
Limits

of the Crooked Lake region, north- 
vest of Prince Albert, has already 
be’en commenced. Construction work 
has already been started on the 
branch line to the Brazeau coal fields, 
which will furnish an inexhaustible 
supply of the finest fuel to Central 
Alberta and Western Saskatchewan. 
It is hoped that with the completion 
of the line from Morinville to Atha­
basca Landing to bring much nearer 
development the asphalt and other 
deposits in the Athabasca district.

'Where the Business is Done.
In their report they say: The re­

turns for the crop of 1909 show that 
the company carried 31 per cent, of 
the total shipments from the pro­
vinces of Manitoba, Saskatchewan and 
Alberta. This, your directors sub­
mit, is a very satisfactory showing, 
having regard to the comparatively 
short time during which your railway 
has been in existence, and also es­
pecially in view of the fact that the 
company has operated but a few years 
in the province of Saskatchewan, and 
more recently still in the province of 
Alberta.

Canada, and in that connection ar­
rangements have been completed for 
a more extended campaign in Great 
Britain, as your directors most earn­
estly desire to see the best class of 
men from home settled along the 
company’s line.

The report then deals with the land 
assets of the company, which are 
valued at the present time at $14,- 
000,000, and to the contract made 
with the government of Britisn Col­
umbia under which 500 miles of new 
line within a period of f >ur years will 
be constructed. This will prove as 
great advantage to the system as a 
Boyal George, are triple turbine ves­
sels, over 12,000 tons each, with a 
speed of twenty knots. . They furnish 
a fortnightly service between Bristol, 
Quebec and Montreal, and carry his 
Majesty’s mails. The service was in­
augurated in May last, and the re­
sult of the season’s work so far is 
quite satisfactory, as your directors 
anticipated.”

The Duluth Connections.
After referring to the guarantees of 

the provinces and the company’s ar­
rangements with them, the report 
deals with the development of its 
southern connections and the business 
prospects from them. ‘‘Near the 
close of the fiscal year,” the report 
says, ‘‘an issue was made of £950,000 
Duluth, Winnipeg & Pacific Railway 
company four per cent, first mortgage 
debenture stock, which your company 
with the approval of the government 
of the Dohiinion of Canada, agreed to 
guarantee as to principal and interest. 
The Duluth company owns the entire 
capital stock of the Duluth, Rainy 
Lake & Winnipeg Railway company, 
which operates a line from Fort Fran­
tic on your company’s main line 
southerly to Virginia (Minnesota), 
and is now constructing a continua­
tion of about 78 miles to Duluth, 
where it has already acquired very 
valuable terminal properties. The im­
portance of this connection to your 
company cannot be over estimated be­
cause of the ever-increasing move­
ment of passenger and freight traffic 
passing through the Duluth gateway to 
and from the United States and Wes­
tern Canada.

In addition to this the Duluth com­
pany has obtained an exclusive con­
tract with the Virginia & Rainy Lake 
Lumber company (having an annual 
capacity of 250 million feet) for the 
haulage of all its logs and lumber. 
The railway also has tributary to it 
the immense iron ore mines of the 
Missabe Range and shipments must 
be carried by rail to the great lakes 
fer furtherance by water carriers to 
destination. The operation, too, o 
one of the largest pulp and paper 
mills in the United States at Inter­
national Falls, hear Fort Frances, will 
contribute largely to the gross revenue 
of the Duluth line, it being estimated 
that when the complete plant is in 
operation it will represent the haul­
age of over one million tons of raw 
or finished products annually, tm, 
greater tonnage of which wrill be han­
dled by the Duluth company. Instead, 
therefore, of being called upon to 
make any payments under the guar­
antee it is expected that thé arrange­
ment will add materially to the gross 
revenue of your company.

In keeping with the policy of the 
company, your directors continue to 

Incur Large Expenditures 
in betterments of the property. Dur­
ing the year additional car trust ob­
ligations were created to the ahnount 
or $3,000,000, and $1,660,000 repaid 
in respect to previous obligations, 
thus making a net increase on the 
account of $1,350,000. Considerable 
mileage has been relaid with heavy 
steel. New stations and freight houses 
have been built and existing buildings 
extended at many points. Industrial 
tracks have been built or extensions 
made to existing sidings and generally 
an intelligent regard has been had to 
the presing necessities of a develop­
ment which can only be characterized 
as remarkable in its growth.

Toward the close of the financial 
year your directors, under the author­
ity of the shareholders, arranged for 
an issue of 5 per cent. 20-year in­
come charge convertible debenture 
stock, secured by a general charge on 
properties of the company subject to 
prior charges. The total amount of 
this stock at any time outstanding is 
not to exceed an amount equal to 
$10,000 per mile of the company’s 
lines of railway. During the years 
1916, 1917 and 1918 holders of the 
stock have the right to exchange their 
hcldings for an equal amount of fully 
paid ordinary shares in the capital 
stock of the company. The interest 
on the stock, at a rate not exceeding 
5 per cent, per annum, is payable 
only out of the net earnings of the 
company. In and after 1920 the com­
pany is entitled to redeem1 the stock 
at par.

“Since the close of the financial 
year $5,000,000 of this stock has been 
disposed of upon satisfactory terms 
and, as you will see by the figures 
given in the annual statements now 
submitted to you and by its present 
earnings, the company will be in a 
position to meet the full interest dur­
ing the coming year.”

The body was immediately taken 
to Connolly. & McKinley's undertaking 
rooms and an inquest will be held 
this afternoon at two o’clock.

White was a young, unmarried man, 
who roomed at 143 Elizabeth street. 
He was a native ot Edinborough, 
Scotland, but had been in America for 
ten years.

His only relative in Edmonton ii 
Bobt. Grant, caretaker of the tele 
phone building on McDougal avenue, 
v ho is an uncle of tile deceased.

White was considered a first class 
workman and was well lik^d by his 
fellow employees.

No explanation as to how he came 
to fall or what he was doing on the 
second story of the building after 
work had ceased can be given unless 
it was that he returned to get some 
tools or belongings which he had left 
there.

NEW COAST STEAMERS 
FOR CANADIAN PACIFIC

Will Establish a Fast Service Be­
tween Nova Scotia Ports and Bos 
ton and New York—Types of the 
Ocean Liners.

Montreal, Nov. 2.—It was officially 
announced today that the Canadian 
Pacific Railway has .decided to build 
four nçw steamers for a fast direct 
steamship, service between Nova Scd 
tia ports and Boston and New York,

These vessels will be larger, fast­
er and 'stronger than any at present 
engaged in the North Atlantic coast 
steamship traffic. This is one of the 
important developments that will fol­
low the absorption of the Dominion 
Atlantic Railway into the system in 
the spring.

The new vessels will be pf the 
types of ocean liners, about four hun­
dred and fifty feet in length, with 
carrying capacity of five thousand 
tons, and able to make over twenty 
knots.

BRADSTREETS OPTIMISTIC.

There were ~a group of railway con­
tractors in the city pesterday. Among 
them is H. J. Fetter, superintendent 
for Foley, Welch &. Stewart, G.T.P. 
contractors. Mr. Fetter was seen 
by the Bulletin yesterday and was 
asked concerning the conditions in 
the camps of his company and the 
company’s sub - contractors. Mr, 
Fetter refused to make a statement. 
,He said that he would prefer to 
await the official investigation which 
the Department of Labor has decided 
to institute.

Regarding construction, he declar­
ed that the Grand Trunk Pacific 
will have completed steel-laying to 
Prairie Creek before the middle of 
December, and that the steel head 
will have reached the crossing of the 
Athabasca before spring. The track­
laying out fit is regularly laying two 
miles of track per day, and this will 
be continued throughout the winter, 
cold weather having no other effect 
on the progress of the work than to 
cause some little inconvenience to the 
men employed on the steel-laying 
gang.

\Foley, Welch & Stewart have at 
the present time about 2,500 men 
employed on the grade and *1,000 
teams. Work has not yet been 
stopped ,and will not be unless this 
weather holds and the dump freezes 
up solidly.

Reports from Winnipeg and Western 
Canada Are All of a Bright 

Nature.

New York, Nov. 4.—Bradstreets re­
ports from Winnipeg say that gen­
eral business continues steady, the 
sorting business in dry goods is good, 
and travellers' report excellent busi­
ness for spring. The purchases of 
holiday lines are large, building op­
erations are letting up a little and 
there is a noticeable slacking in the 
demand in hardware, although a 
brisk business Is promised for winter 
linçs.
