It was in the little
village of St. Armand West, in the
Province of Quebee, that 'the little
girl who afterwards became a Prin-
cess, was born in 1840. Her father
was Captain Joy, a fisherman. Agnes
Joy, as she was named, was what is
called a stirring child.

A travelling circus was.the begin-

A eommxssron £ the Federal army
that was bemg crgamzed was not
immediaiely forthcoming.

Thither the Princess
accompanied her husband. It was
soon after her arri\al with “the boys
in blue” that the Princess received
her first real lesson of the hadshlps
of campaigning in war tlme.

It was
raining: hard, and the twelve-mile
ride to the next tenting ground was
through a downpour and mud almost
knee-deep.

The company was poor-
ly provided with food, and the recent
favorite of the Washington public had
to content herself with salt pork and
hard téck, while her bed was made
of some rough boards, a straw mat-
tress, and a couple of buffalo skins.

When the fall of the city of Quere-
taro made the Emperor a prisoner,
with ‘most of the leaders  of his
¢érushed undertaking, it was the Prin-
cess upon whom felll! most of the
planning and scheming for their res-
cue. She toek long, midnight rides
across the country, swarming as it
was with lawless men in the unset-
tled times of war; she was frequent-
1y under fire, but always escaped un-
injured. Her husband, as one of the
Emperor’s aides, was imprisoned with
hig.leader, and to ‘fescue fthem in
‘some way was the absorhing object
to accomplish which the Princess set
herself to do all that a fearless; re-
sourceful, and persevering woman
could do. She sought to interest Por-

“1 was like | one.  distracted,” she
wrote in her diary after it was all
over.

The last
dgy before the execution I made an-
other effort, the lasw save him. It
was eight o'clock in the evening
when I went to see Mr. Juarez. He
was pale and suffering himself. With
trernbling lips I pleaded for the life of
the Emperor, or at least for delay.
The President said he cbuld not grant
it; he would not prolong his agony
any longer; the Emperor must die
to-morrow. When. I heard these
words © I was frantic with ' grief.

J Trembling in every limb and sobbing,

I fell:down on my knees and pleaded
with words that came from my heart,
but which I cannot remember. The
President tried to raise me, but I
held : his knees convulsively. I said
I would not leave him until he grant-
ed me the life. :

“He answered me in a low, sad
vaoice: : ‘I am grieved to see you on
your knees before me: but if all the
kings and queens of Europe were in
your place, I would not spare that
life. It is not I who take it; it is the
people and the law, and if I do not

Perhaps it is because I take afier
my niece in having no head for exact
u1es but it certainly seems to me
that the attempt to make children re-
member lists of dates is one of the
great mistakes of our education.

Of course, if we put sufficient men-

tal effort upon it we can learn dates,
and doubtless it is good mental train-
ing and teaches concentration. But
aren’t there pleny of other ways in
which one can learn concentration,
and at the same time absorb some-
thing that will be mere worth know-
ing, and that ene will remember after

a few years?

in ‘a hundred who remembers more

than two or three dates in all the in-
numerable list he was obliged to learn
in-schoo}.

I have asked several people lately
what dates in English history they can
remember. Four out of five whom I
asked remembered exdctly one date,
and all, curiously enough, the same.
Before you read on, ask youpself what
date in English history you remember,
and I'll wager it will be that very one,
—1066 the ‘Battle of Hastings. Inci-
dentally two. of the four could not tell
what that battle stood for in English
hisory, or why it was so important,—
things that would certainly have ‘been
more.worth remembering than' its ex-
act date.

The average ' person. seems: to re=
member more dates in American his-
tory, but even here he has little to
show for the long lists he once learn-
ed. It is actually true that before I
started talking with my friends about
this subject, I could have named just
four dates in American history, 1492,
1775, 1812 and 1861. And the only
reason remembered two ' of those
dates was that they were embalmed in
in verse,—“In 1492, Columbus sailed
o'er the ocean blue;” “1775, hardly a
man is new alive.”—and verse 1 do not
easily forget.

Doubtless I am more forgetful than
the average, but my investigations
have ‘persuaded me that I am not so
much so as you might think. Bring
up the subject of dates sometime
among your own friends, and, see.

If a child learns the sequence of
events in history, their casual relation
to each otheéer, and their approximate
dates; it seems to me he has learned
ail that is necessary, and all that he
will ever remember.

And for the sake of our little stu-
dent, and all the other little students
who find it hard to yemember c¢old
figures, I wish our school boards
thought the same.
