harbors, it is estimated that 1,900,000 
tons of British shipping is eating its 

merchant 1head off *n Idleness, or 10 per cent, of 
the total merchant marine of the 
Kingdom.

Although the tonnage laid up is not 
generally thé most efficient, the aver­
age value of the idle vessels is esti­
mated at not less than $45 a gross ton. 
Thus the total capital involved the 
world over is in excess of $450,000,000. 
Based on costs of construction, yé 
figure would be much higher, as much 
of the tonnage, especially that of the 
Shipping Board, was built aftpr 1915 
and at the peak of building costs.

Adding to all the idle capital the 
cost of nucleus crews, rent for moor­
ings, and increased rate of deprecia­
tion through idleness, the losses being 
Inouned by the shipping industry at­
tain tremendous totals. Yet the own­
ers are saving money by not operating
