Edmonton, ‘Alta, May 26—I R.
Beyle, M. P. P. took the ‘stand at the
A & G. W. investigation this morning.

Mr.. Walsh exanrined him. ' He said he !

had never been interested in the Atha-
basca Ralilway, but he had met Faulk-
ner «during the first session of ° the
legislature, having been introduced to
him by Cornwall at the Alberta hotel.
He mét Hawes jn March of the folow-
ing spring. He then told ‘of having
stayed over in Winnipeg with Cornwall
at the latter’'s request while he was
making a tnip edst, They met Faulk-
ner, ‘Hawes, Minty and Woodman.

Goddard Gives Evidence

Cecil Goddard assistant chief eéngi-
neer of the A. & G. W. «Co., was ealled
again saying he had found no more
documents than he produced when
called to the stand a few days ago. He
was examined by Mr. Johnstone. He
told of having been employed by Clarke
through engineer Woodman to make a
reconnaisance of the -proposed Troute
and make a report before [September 1,
1908 when <Clarke's 'option on the
Athabasca Syndicate expired. Before
going he met Dr. Waddell, Clarke's
chief enginer at Kamloops. The wit-
ness was to report to Woodman and
telegraph any required information te
Clarke using caution in wording mes-
sages so information. would not' leak
out at Edmonton. He said he travelled
1,400 miles in making the survey, going
to the east of Lac La Biche and Stoney
Mountains. He returned September 26.
He went to Woodman at Winnipeg and
thence to Minneapolis where hé met
Clarke, Waddell and Bowen. He re-
ported to Dr. Waddell at West Hotel
in a verbal, géneral way, as to line of
route, grades and probable freight re-
ceipts.

Game of Hide and Seek.

Goddard told of an;amusing inéident
when while thre¢ days this side of Mc-
Murray -in “making the reconnaisance
he met enxlnee; Phillips also king
"& survey.  He uskeld Phillips what he
was' doing, and Phillips: told him a

In that report he estimated the aver-
age cost per mile for a maximum
‘grade of 1 1-2 per eent. for clearjng,
grading, bridging, ties ballasting and
grubbing at $6,819. He figured on a

pusher engine grade at Fort McMurray (

for a distance of six miles. He did not
include, of course, the cost of rails. He
said that while at the King Edward
Hotel Dr. Waddell told him to keep
gquiet as he did not want him to g0
about much. He declared, however
that the intention was not to keep him
away . from’ the government as Clarke
had nothing to conceal, and that Dr.
Waddell's idea was simply that he was
pretty well known in Edmonton as an
engineer -.and if he was seen persons
might have suspected he was here for
some definite purpose. Johnstone read
a letter sent to Goddard by A. C. Fras-
er saying he trusted Goddard would
not have to be treated like a small pox
patient again.

The witness admitted that Waadell
kept Phillips at the Windsor Hotel so
that he and Phillips. would not meet
but said Waddell thought himself jus-
tified as the figures of both men were
to be submitted to  the goVernment.
Johnstone asked ‘the witness how he
could explain the 'discrepancies be-
tween his statement and that of Dr.
Waddell which: was $27,000 a mile but
the subject was dropped until the wit-
ness could bring some figures bearing
on it.

The witness then told of a meeting
of September 13 when Cushing was
present. He said the'meeting. was pro-
tracted, lasting until one o’clock in the
morning. Cushing was there to the
end.

“Mr. Cushing seemed to think the
estimates af cost' made by me, Phillips
and  Waddell too : high objecting
princiually to the amount of yardage.
The meeting was called to discuss the
project with Cushing, from an engi-
neering standpoint,, but. he kept . hold-
ing back his approval.

Suoccessor to Electricity Probable, the
