Thirty Rebels Are Killed
Thirty rebels were killed, while the

again took to the lb rush, eventually 
landing at Noeozart, half starved and, 
sick from eating green peaches. From 
Nacozarl they want to Douglas, Ariz., 
by train.

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SCIENTISTS OF EUP 
MEET NEXT INTO ;

Some Fifty Savants From Con­
tinent Also Plan to Attend 

Session at Dundee

Chief Attraction Will be Papers 
Dealing With the Origin 

of Life

LONDON, Sept- 4.—Scientists from 
France, Germany, Italy, Sweden 
and Russia, attracted by the 
interesting " scientific program 

made public and cabled, abroad today 
by those in charge of the eighty-second 
annual meeting of the British Asso­
ciation at Dundee, September 4th to 
11th, have wired to Prof. E. A. Schafer 
of Edinburgh University, president o-f 
the physiological section of the meet­
ing, their acceptance of the associa­
tion's invitation to be present.

The visiting party, It is expected! 
will number about fifty European 
savants. The chief attraction will be 
a discussion of the origin of life, the 
biggest problem in which science is 
concerned. Prof-essor Schafer will de­
vote his entire presidential address to 
this vital subject, and it ie expected 
that It will prove the most remarkable 
delivered in many years.

Beside this feature of the congress, 
-mathematics and phyeice, chemistry, 
geology, zoology, geography, economic 
science and statistics, engineering, 
anthropology, botany and educational 
science and agriculture will be dis­
cussed. .

Papers Most Technical.
The ailm of the British association is 

primarily for the advancement ef. 
science, consequently some of the pa­
pers and discussions will be extremely 
technical. The fuU itet, however, shows 
in each section one or more discussions 
or papers likely to deal with subjects 
of popular as well as technical Interest.

Prof. J. A. Fleming, of University: 
College, London, for lnetbmce, opens a 
discussion on the “Scientific Theory 
and Outstanding Problems of Wired eee 
Telegraphy." There is also to be a 
joint meeting between the meteoro­
logical department and the agricul­
ture department on the connection be­
tween meteorology and crop produc­
tion. Dr. W. N. Shaw, of the meteoro­
logical office, London, WMI read a pa­
per on this question.

Dr. Chambers Mitchell, the secre­
tary of the London Zoo, gives'the pre­
sidential address in the zoological sec­
tion, and a joint discussion' with the 
botany section1 will follow on the 
“Origin of Life.” This discussion, 
which Prof. E. A. Mlnchen will open, 
ie likely to be of great interest. The 
subject will also be dealt with by Pro­
fessor Schafer In his address to the 
whole association.

Will Talk -on Antarctic.
In the geographical section, Sir Cle­

ments Markham's paper on "Antarctic 
Discovery," and Dr. W. S. Bruce’s on 
“The Antarctic Continent," -airet likely, 
to lead to a general discussion on the 
subject. , Sir Charles M. Wajison,,who 
presides over this section, will deal in 
his address with “The Soudan.'1 Sir 
Charles served with General Gordon in 
the Soudagjyl lljj4-5.

Two discussions will figure promi­
nently in the economic science sec­
tions; one, on “Labor Disputes,” In 
which Prof. S. J. Chapman, Sir Charles 
Macara and J. Ramsay Macdonald will 
take part; and- -the other on "The Great 
Illusion,” in which Norman Auge 11 and 
Archdeacon! ^Cunningham will both 
speak.

The engineering section promises 
several very interesting papers, among 
them: Prof. J. H. Riles on "The Roll­
ing of Ships," Professor Chatley on 
"The Control of Aeroplanes," -Prof. A. 
H. Gibson on "The Suction Between 
Passing Ships!” Alex. Welln an "Life­
boats on Ocean-going Ships and Their 
Manipulation,” Prof. J. B. Henderson 
on ."Problems in Propulsion Through 
Air and Water," Sir J. A. Macdonald 
on “The Rood Probl-emi"

Work in Anthropology.
The anthropological section is usu­

ally one of the most popular, as many 
people are Interested in some form of 
archaeology. Prof. R. Anthony reads 
a paper on “The Brain of Anthropoid 
Apes and Man." Dr. George Bryce will 
give an account of the establishment 
and first year and a half's work of 
the anthropological division of the geo­
logical survey of Canada, This work 
was undertaken as the outcome of a 
recommendation made by the associa­
tion when it held its meeting at Win­
nipeg in 1909.

Sir Thomas Clouston, Dr. J. S. Hal­
dane and Professor La-tta are amongst 
those who will discuss “The Relation 
of the Mind to the Body," which forms 
a feature of the physiological section. 
Dr. J. L. McIntyre will read a paper 
on "Role of Memory In Animal -Be­
havior,” and- Dr. R. R. Rentoul on "The 
Prevention of Mental Degeneracy."

The social side of the association's 
meeting is also a full one.

AN INVALID PLEADS FOfl N 
- «FI DEATH

Incurable Paralytic Prays That 
Law be Enacted Which Will 

Let Physician End Life

New York, Sept. 4.—The legal and 
moral issue of euthanasia was forcibly 
and pathetically presented today in an 
appeal to the people of the state of New 
York by Mrs. Sarah Harris, an incura­
ble paralytic, who prays for enactment 
of a law which Would permit her phy­
sician to end her sufferings by death.

. A year ago a grand Jury at Kissim­
mee, PI a., tacitly approved the theory 
of euthanasia, where two Shakers “as­
sisted the pasting of the spirit” pf one 
of their members, a hopeless Invalid, 
who besought death as the only relief.

Mrs. Harris seeks a passage of a law 
specifically permitting physicians pain­
lessly to end the life of any person 
whose disease is incurable, and who 
desires death-rather than lingering suf­
fering. She is a patient at the Audu­
bon Sanitarium, and literally living In 
death. Paralysis has striken every fac­
ulty save that of speech and brain. 
Physicians can do nothing.

The women, in her early thirties, is 
the wife of a man in comfortable cir­
cumstances, and it may be years before 
the spark of life Is extinguished.

“Why should not t3£ state take the 
matter In its hands and end the wretch­
edness of such poor sufferers a» my­
self?” Mrs. Harris asked. “When a

brute, the lowliest of the animal king­
dom grows inactive its suffering is put 
to an end, and here a human being, the 
highest and noblest of created beings, 
inust linger and suffer on until the vi­
tal orgaiis give way. What a cruel 
order of the universe!”

LIE TO SWEETHEART DRAWS 
CONVICT 249 YEARS

Topeka, Kan., Sept. 4.—In 1901 J. M. 
Baker, a telegraph operator and sta­
tion agent, was working for the Kan­
sas City, Mexico and Orient. After 
leaving its service several express 
money orders were found which he had

signed as agent. He was tried and 
found guilty on thirty-seven counts and 
was given a maximum sentence of 243 
years in prison.

After being placed in prison he had 
a sister write to his sweetheart that he 
•had been killed in a railroad accident. 
Later he was paroled, and after secur­
ing stationery from Gov. Stubbs’, office, 
wrote the girl that the story of his 
death was false: that he had beon 
working for t<he governor.

The girls’ father wrote to Gov. 
Stubbs to ascertain .the facts, and the 
governor notified the warden of the 
penitentiary that Baker’s parole was 
canceled, and ordered him to get back 
to serve out the remainder of his term.
