‘Canada S Best Export Market Is

BELGIUM RANKS THIRD IN
CUSTOMERS OF _CANADA

Was Shghtly In Excess of
$130,000,000; Trade Has
Doubled Since 1896

OTTAWA, June 17.—The trade of
the Dominion of Canada for the
first year of existence when 1t
closed in 1861 was slightly over $30,-
000,000. That was only 45 years ago.
According to the official detailed re-
port Canadlan trade passed the billion
mark this year, ending March 31. This
tells the story of the rapid expansion

Jof the -Dominion. Trade has doubled

since 1908 and has tripled in the last
12 years. Which is a very excellent
showing, without doubt.

Canada now has a trade of one bil-
lion dollars a year.

The aggregate trade for the past
fiscal year crossed the billion -dollar
mark for the first time, totaling $1,-
068,660,225, an .increase of $206,960,393
ovér 1912; $309,665,836 over 1911 gnd
$391,518, 036 over, 1910,

The year's imports totalled $675,428,-
168, representing an increase of $128;-
045,586 over 1912; 3215,530,144 over
1910.

Exports amounted to $393,232,057
which was $77,914,87 over the figures
for 1912; $96, 085 692 over those for

the last fiscal year the customs re-
ceipts amounted to $115,039,160, or
$27,490,624 more than for the preced-
ing yedr. In the last four years the
duties on imports had almost doubled.
In 1910 it was $61,010,487, in 1911 $73;~
297,544; in 1912, '$87,548,636. ' The
largest individual sdurce of Canada’s
