The George S¢ Wright in the Great

Tug last trip of the steamship George S.
Wright from Portland was attended with
peculiarly terrifying eircumstances. 'The
steamer

copsisting of about thirly lady and gentlemen
passedgers and attendants, four African

‘lions, & bear,two llamss four monkeye & wool-

ly calf and & dozen borgés—the latter animals

‘specially traied for 'the purposes of the

Circus. The live stock were alliin the fors

‘ward part of the ship—the lions being con=

fided in their dage and the horses and otber
animale fasteed with halters to the guards,
The steanter erossed the bar early oo Sunday
morning, and with a fair breeze sped rapidly
along fowards the Straite. Hrverytbing weat
well with the travelers until about 1 o’clock
on Morday morning, when the steamer was in
fult - view of Cupe Flattery Jight and within
forty~five minutes sail of a safe bardor. The
passengers were slesping: peaceably in their
berths, when suddecly a gale of unparalled
fiary swept down upoo the vessel with scarcely
any warning of is approach. Tue steamer
rolied and - plunged  before the force of the
tempest ; the .sea rose avd great, angry-
looking billows swept :down upon.and eclean
aver the devoted shp. Instantly all was
confusion in the forward part of the
steamer. The horses fastened there were the
firss to fee) the shock, - The dashing of the
waves over the bows wet and chilled the
poor brutes, aod soon the decks becoming
too slippery for them to. maintain their feet,
ave by one they slipped and fell, and. being
unable to rise were tossed helplessiy from
