The first certificate issued umder the
provisions of the British, Columbia Im-
migration Act was on Saturday granted
to a Japanese, W. Charles, who ar-
rived here by the steamer Sehome. When
examined in the usual way by ‘W. H.
Ellis, the immigration inspector, the Jap
promptly filed out the application for
admission, in English, and signed his
name in it. Charles is a  naturalized
British subject, a blacksmith by trade,
and during the fishing season resu}ee on
the Skeena river. The police magistrate
having decided that Chinamen are ex-
cluded from the provisions of the act, by
sub-section F, of eection 2, no attempt
will be made to enforce the act as against
them, although it is probable that the de-
cision will be appealed against. The
clause on ‘which the magistrate based his
decision is: “2. This act shall not apply
to (F) any person the terms of whose
entry into Camada have been fixed, or
whose exclusion from Canada has been
ordered by any act of the parliament of
Canada.” By placing a hea_d tax on
Chinamen entering ‘Canada, it is -con-
tended that “terms of their entry have
been fixed by an act of the parliament of
Canada.” The act, however, is to be
enforced against all -other: immigrants
coming in. Already it has had its good
effects, as all the Sound and San Fran-
cisco steamers:are now refusing to ac-
cept passengers-of the class.that the act
aims. at if the slightest doubt exists as
to their being allowed to land wpon their
arrival here. The officers of the com-
pany, too, are giving the immigration of-
ficer every assistance.
