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Couns. Nason, White and Murray 
were appointed the Public Buildings 
Committee.

Coun. Jowett, Hoyt and Colter, 
were appointed Printing and Station­
ery Committee.

Coun. Coburn reported from the 
Assessment Committee that they had 
apportioned the Assessment for the 
year 1882 as follows:

tingencies.

On motion the following assess- 
ments were ordered to be made on 
the parish of North Lake:—$50 for 
the support of poor; and $8 for mis- 
cellanoous purposes; the assessors 
and collectors to receive the same 
amount for their services as they did 
last year.

The sum of 850 was ordered to bo 
assessed on the Parish of St. Mary's 
for the purpose of the poor.

Coun. Calhoun moved, seconded by 
Coun. Murray, that the Secretary- 
Treas. be instructed to prepare a bill 
to bo brought before the Legislature, 
at its next session, providing for the 
appointment of two Parish Court 
Commissioners in each Parish in the 
County of York, and that a petition be 
prepared and presented with thesame, 
praying it may become law. Carried

On motion it was ordered that the 
following amounts be added to the 
assessment upon the Parish of South- 
ampton, for the purposes named:— 
83 for P. Lockhart, Parish Clerk; $1 
for District Clerk ; 82 for the Clerk of 
district No. 1 ; 81 for John Turner ; 81 
for the Clork of Parish No. 1; and 
$1.50 for the use of a room.

It was moved by Coun. McNally, 
seconded by Coun. Lipsott, that the 
returning officers of the Dominion and 
Local Parliament shall be residents 
in the districts in which the poll is 
holdon, and that the Legislature be 
petitioned to make this law.

The Secrotary-Treasurer pointed 
out that it would bo necessary to peti- 
tion both the Dominion and Local 
louses.

Coun. McNally explained the fair- 
ness and advantages of this motion to 
people who had cattle astray, and the 
motion carried.

Coun. Johnston reported from the 
Committee on the Administration of 
Justice that they had met and con- 
ferred with the Committee of the 
City Council in July last, and found 
that at that date there was due by 
the City to the County the amount of 
$768.23 on account of the Administra- 
tion of Justice, which has since been 
paid by the city. The report was 
adopted.

Coun. White presented a bill from 
Mr. Peters for services as valuator in 
adjusting taxes, otc., for the Nova 
Scotia and New Brunswick Land 
Company, for $7,50.

Coun. White asked why Mr. Wood, 
valuator, had taken eight days whon 
Mr. Peters had only occupied three 
days.

Coun. Rutherford explained by 
reading a letter, which stated that 
the trip in Woods' case was a long 
and expensive one.

The bill was ordered to be paid.
Coun, Colter said that the valuators 

could not put in any extras; they 
were paid so much per day and had 
to pay their own expenses.

Coun. Calhoun moved, seconded 
by Coun. McCormick, that the jail 
limits which now only extend half a 
a mile from the jail, be extended from 
the common jail to a distance of three 
miles in all directions; and that the 
present by-law defining the jail limits 
be rescinded.

Coun. McCormick said he was in 
favor of the resolution, which was 
carried.

Coun. Murch reported from the 
Printing and Stationery Committee 
that they had advertised for tenders, 
and that the tender of G. Fred. Fisher 
for printing the Auditor’s Accounts, 
and the tender of Messrs. McMurray 
& Fenoty for supplying the stationery 
being the lowest respectively, they 
had accepted them. He laid the ten- 
ders before the Board 80 that any who 
wished to 800 them could do 80. A 
report had been spread abroad that 
he had been influenced by the Deputy 
Secretary-Treasurer in giving the 
tender to Messrs, McMurray & Fenety. 
This ho eniod absolutely and explain- 
ed tho matter to the satisfaction of 
the Council, showing how groundless 
this charge WILS. Ho submitted 
the tenders as evidence in support of 
what he said.

The report was adopted,
Coun. Pinder reported from the 

committee appointed to get plans and 
enquire into the expense of erecting

advantages they labored under at 
present in this respect; but he did 
not go for taking up 80 much of the 
lower flat as would spoil it for a 
country market. Ho was in favor of 
having the Council room down stairs.
