Size is Now ■ Matter of Great 
Importance Says London

Times

London, July 22—“The size of the 
Canadian crop,” says the London 
Times, “is now a matter of great im- 
portance, because the bulk of the 
last Argentine crop has been shipped 
and a large proportion of the Aus- 
tralian crop has been exported to 
China and Japan. In fact, much of 
the upward movement In the price 
of wheat is attributed to the failure 
of crops in the Far East, which led 
to large exports of grain from ‘Aus- 
tralia and the Pacific coast, and North 
American internal consumption acc- 
ounts to an increasing extent for the 
United States.There has within the 
last few weeks been some little in- 
quiry for the tonnage to load grain 
in South Russia, but it is plain the 
supply of grain in Russia will not be 
nearly sufficient for internal consump- 
tion, and British business men are be- 
ginning to give up hope of seeing 
supplies worth having coming from 
that unhappy country in the early 
future at any rate. So the centre of 
interest is Canada and any reports 
on the condition of the Canadian 
grain crop have their effect on prices.”

London, July 21—The question of 
representation of the British Domin­
ions at the Allied Conference has 
settled, it was announced by J. H. 
Thomas, the Colonial Secretary, in 
the House of Commons this afternoon 
It has been agreed, he said, that the 
representative of any Dominion so 
desiring, including India should be 
come a member of the British Em­
pire delegation at the conférence 
under the panel system.

Under this system the overseas 
delegates are to be designated one 
at a time in approved rotation to sit 
in the conference as the representa­
tive of the British Dominions, with 
powers similar to those of the dele­
gates of other nations.
