THE 'VARSITY RACE.
Loxpox, April 1.—Oxford’s victory wasnot
unexpected, as was to be inferred from the
heavy odds laid in favor of the dark blues.
The betting just before the start was 5 to 1
against Cambridge. The weather was beau-
tiful, but although there was a large crowd
at the starting point at Putney, there was
less interest than usual in the race, and the
course was more thinly lined by spectators
than has been the case for some years past.
Before the start the wind had been across
the course, but quieted down and shifted
somewhat at the last moment, leaving a fair
wind behind the crews, with the water
fairly smooth. The Cambridge crew won
the toss and came out first and took the

Middlesex side. Oxford followed immedi-

ately and the boats started out a minute

E-lt one. Cambridge was the first to catch

e water and immediately led by half a
length, rowing 30 to the minute. The Ox-
ford men, however, almost apparently
without effort, and rowing only 38, caught

up and passed the rival eight before 50

yards were traversed. At the soap works,

a mile and a half from the start, Oxford

led by three lengths, rowing a long, steady,

stroke, which they maintained all the way.

At Hammersmith Bridge, quarter of a mile

further on, Oxford was four lengths in

front and off Cheswick wall Cambridge
scemed to be fairly done with. The Oxford
crew finished in good form, winning as
" they pleased by over six lengths in the
good time of 20 mfinutes 12 seconds. ~The
Cambridge men were exhausted at the finish
and rowing irregularly. Their time was

20 minutes 37 seconds. Tide and wind

were both favorable for good time. Among
the spectators of the race were the Prince
of Wales and the Duke of Edinburgh.

It is officially stated Oxford beat Cam-
bri’gﬁe by 20 lengihs.

From the Dangers of Railways Crossing
Thoroughfares.

A special committee of the council ap-
pointed to look after the plans for protect-
ing the street crossings of the railways in

the west end, met Saturday afternoon,
present, Ald. Scarth (chairman), and Ald.
Turnér and Boswell.

The chairman called the attention of the
committee to an item which appeared in the
Mail of March 29, in which was stated,
smongst other correspondence, that a com-
munication referring to a meeting that had
taken  place = between  representatives.
of the various railways and repre-
sentatives of the city of Toronto
and villages of Parkdale .and _Brockton,
to consider the crossing at Queen street
west bad been laid on the table. In this
communication it was stated that the city
had accepted the government engineer’s
plan, viz., as before stated in the World,
to divert Queen street northward and Duf-
ferin avenue eastward till they met, and
then to cross the railroad track at right
angles, gates being used to protect this
crossing.

Ald. Tuiner, who was the city’s repre-
sentative along with the city engineer and
solicitor at the meeting in question, stated
that the city had most emphatically op-
posed any such plan.

After some further discussion of the mat-
ter the committee decided to visit the place,
so that they might act iutelligently in the
case. The t: ne of viewing the grouud was
not decided, it will be at the earliest con-
venignt opprriunity.
