Pickering suddenly 1umped up,’ fmng to
rhe bedroom door, drew a revolver and
discharged one chamber at McCloud. The
ball lodged in McCloud’s  right shoulder,
making a pdinful wound. He sprang
toward Pickering and dealt him a stunning
Llow with his fist, sendiog him reeling
hack into the parlor. Theu he closed the
door. Pickering fired three more shots,
one piercing the door, while' the other
two lodged in a burean which stood near
by. Mrs, Giles then grasped Pickering by
the arm, exclaimin

“What are you going, Charlie? ‘Do you-
want to murder Frankie and Ad?”

: Hardly bhad the words left her mouth
when Pickering turned upon her and fired,
the ball taking effect in her left hip, Miss
Giles rushed into the room, and caught her
mother in her arms as she fell to the floor.
'Che desperate man then fired the remain-

ing bullet at her.. The ball; took effect in
her left ankle, and she fell by her mother’s
side,

Mrs. Giles endeavored to crawl into the
adjoining apartment, but Pickering sprang
wpon her, and with the butt of his revolver
showered blow after blow on her head and
hreast. The blows were delivered with
suchrvigor that the cylinder of the revolver
broke and dropped to,the floor, McCloud,
faint from the loss of blood, had fallen
on the floor in the bedroom, = Pick-
ering, supposing that he had killed Mrs.
Giles, hurled his empty revolver at Mec-
Cloud’s head and ran out into the darkness.
It was several hours before the victims
were able to give an alarm. Search was
nmade of Pickering, but it is thought that
he has fled*to the woods of Tioga county in
this state,

Pickering is known throughout this
region as a desparate character. He has
been on terms of intimacy with Mrs. Gilel
tor six years, Sheis a rather handsomie
woman, 38 years of age. Her daughter
Frances is only 16, a pretty and well-de-
veloped girl.

Oaly 63 out of 2015 North-
west immigrants then went by any other
than the Owen Sound and Port Arthur
route. = Canadian immigration does un-
doubtedly show a decrease this season, but
it will be at once apparent to those who
have studied recent official statistics that
the decrease of Canadian lmmigrshon is
very mueh less than the decrease of immi-
gration in general—that is, Canada is now
receiving a larger proportion of the emi-
gration of the old world than hitherto,
