He had 
given his splendid ability and much of his 
valuable time to the service of the board 
and had succeeded in placing it In a fairly 
satisfactory position. His knowledge of 
the trade of the world and hie grasp of 
affairs had been of the greatest service to 
the board. He (Mr. Blniio) would hardly 
have undertaken the onerous and respon­
sible duties of the presidency hut for the 
tact that he felt that he had the sympathy 
and support of all the members of the 
board. He invited them to give him their 
confidence, assuring them of his desire to 
do everything possible to promote 
the interests of tbie great institu­
tion, which bad now gained a national 
scope and whose Influence was world-wide. 
He closed by again assuring thaniembers of 
his high appreciation of the hoSor conferred 
upon him and his thanks for the same.

Mr. YV. Galbraith then moved a vote of 
thanks to the retiring president and officers 
and council.

Mr. ■. H. Blake Save «he Papers Save Too 
Many Offenders From Their ; 

dual Deserle,
At the annual meeting of the Prleonere’ 

Aid Association in.the Y.M.C.A. building 
yeeterday, Mr. 8. H. Blaka in diacneslng 
the eauaea of crime eaidi Drunkenneaa 
and poverty are two of the principal causes, 
but the newspapers are great assistante. 
The system of publishing full details of all 
horrible and bloodthirsty crimes is greatly 
incentive to the advaucement of crime. 
By publishing the full details of a murder 
or other hideous crime and pointing oat 
the loophole which the murderer ^over­
looked, and through which he wat cap­
tured, the newepapere show other men how 
to do these things and escape. In fact, 
they advertise the meet improved method 
of committing a crime.

Another foolish system 1» that of open 
trial. “I find it most disgusting,” said 
Mr. Blake, “to sit in a 
while awaiting my own oaee, end listen to 
the evidence in some other case», All ease» 
in which there are any dlegneting details 
should be, tried privately. Another thing 
that needs reformation is the system of 
•ending drunkards to jail. One of the 
most foolish taroee of the nineteenth cen­
tury is enacted in the Folios Court before 
Magistrate Denison every dsy. Some poor 
nnfortuoate wretch, dragged down by 
drink, Is tlms aftsr time mulcted to the 
amount of $3 or sent to jail, when the beet 
plan would be to have a reformatory, where 
suoh men onuld be taken in hand and con­
verted. Work should be given in these re­
formatories, and he was glad to see that the 
Government did not give way in the 
matter of binder twine merely for the purpoee 
of allowing a few monopolists to make a 
little more money.” He also advocated a 
complete reorganization of the l’enetangni- 
shene Reformatory and the separation of 
the Girls’ Refuge from the Woman’» Re­
formatory.

Fre.lden, Wilkie’, Fine Address.
The feature of the day wai President 

Wilkie’» report. Probably the Board has 
never had the advantage of listening to so 
able and comprehensive a summary of 
mereial questions as viewed from the 
standpoint of toe Toronto" business man. 
In a few graphic words the president show- 
ed the fearful and world-wide effects of 
the existing trade depression and congratu­
lated Canadians upon having escaped 
the torrent of bankruptcy and upon the 
high position occupied by Canada in finan­
cial soundness. He declared himeelt to be 
in accord with his two immediate predeces­
sors in favoring imperial commercial union. 
“Canada,” he said,” was never so prosper­
ous as it was during the existence of a pre­
ferential tariff in Great Britain in favor of 
her colonies. The roup position of such a 
tariff would afford the colonies.the ad- 
vantages in the markets of Great Britain 
over foreign rivals, to which we think they 
are entitled, without pressing upon the 
consumer; would ultimately compel the re­
vision of tariffs at present hostile to the 
Empire; would conduce to the rapid settle­
ment of our Northwest and would give the 
manufacturers of Great Britain an equiva­
lent in the chape ot an enlarged market for 
their products, without the cost to the 
nation of endless sacrifices of blood and 
treasure.” He expressed hope* of improved 
trade relations with the United States as a 
result of pending legislation and the cessa­
tion of useless attempts to make reciprocity 
conditional upon political union.

“Canada will never coneent to barter her 
national and political individuality for any 
commercial consideration.” He congratu­

The agltatioa 
for road improvement has not yet assumed 
euoh practical form in Canada, though the day 
does not seem to be far distant.

We learn that the Canadian Institute of 
this city, which bas been following eloeely 
the progress of the movement, has deter­
mined to crystallize the work by calling a 
convention to discuss the subject, to ascer­
tain in practical form the feeling of the 
people and learn how many municipalities 
are prepared to build roads on the recog­
nized methods of Macadam or Telford.

It 
will be open to the public.land anybody and 
everybody who has at heart the improve­
ment of our publie roads will be welcomed.

According to witnesses the Consumers’ 
Gae Company was to supply the material 
for the scaffolding.

The evidence of Mr. Walter Wood was 
such that Mr. Justine Street ruled that it bad 
not been proven that Reilly was employed 
by the defendant»/ and adjourned the case 
to the next aeeizea. Reilly was given per­
mission to add the Camden Iron Company 
and any other persons as defendants.

other set ia exempt ; it offers every induce­
ment to deceit, and places before the pub­
lie personal affairs which it is but natural 
to desire to keep secret.

111Coal In Bag,.
Editor World: I would like to say a 

few words regarding the absurd . custom 
which at present prevail» among coal deal­
ers ot charging 25 cents extra per ton for 
coal which has to be dolivere d ’ in bage. 
The bylaw at present In force 
imposes a fine on anyone caught by 
the police driving upon the boulevard», 
which nothing short of a pick ax would 
injure to any appreciable extent during five 
month* of the year. The owner or tenant 
of a house ia aa much interested aa anyone 
in guarding against tbe boulevard being 
cut up, and I would suggest that the by­
law be so amended as to be inoperative to 
the extent of allowing tenante to 
use their own discretion from, cay 
Nov. 1 till April 1, ..The coal ex­
changer, or whoever fixes the pries 
of coal, should take into consideration when 
determinating the price that a certain per 
cent, of the coal sold has to be sent in bags, 
and should deliver anywhere at the one 
figure, charging extra only in cases where it 
baa to be carried upstairs. The public 
generally object so much to paying the 
extra quarter that they often order it loose 
when it should go in bag», the result being 
In many cates that it has to be carted back 
to the yard or leads to a discussion be­
tween the purchaser and teamster in which 
very uncomplimentary language is often 
need. The above suggestions if carried out, 
I am satisfied, would meet with the ap­
proval of the oitizeue generally.

The Tollgnt* Question,
Tbe attention of the Mayor and City 

Council is directed to the letter of the 
County Solicitor, Mr. C. C. Robinson, 
published in these columns yesterday. 
From that communication it is plain that 
the city, not the county, is to blame for the 
existence of toligates. Had the city 
carried out in 1891 what it. had agreed to 
toligates would have been a thing of the 
past, and the city in a much better posi­
tion in regard to the county roads that it 
has had to take over than it it to-day. 
Mayor Kennedy ought to give the matter 
his personal attention, especially in view of 
the fact that tfie County Council will prob­
ably have the question up at the present 
session.

OU
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Cheaper Foetege.
The President in small space made out a 

strong argument for cheap postage. He 
again advocated a Canadian fast Atlantic 
line, the present servies being described as 
“slow and inefficient.”

He expressed regret at the delay .in the 
Pacific cable project, but was hcpefdl that 
awakening sentiment in the Australian 
colonies and Britain would lead to the pro­
ject being crowned with success.

In dealing at some length with the min­
ing industries he urged that the Ontario 
Government should not only abandon the 
principle of royalties but also assist direct­
ly by bonueiiig smelters and giving a 
bounty on pig iron. He also urged that 
the Dominion Government should admit 
mining and smelting machinery and coke 
(if not coal) free and increase the bounty 
upon native pig iron. He called attention 
to the financial losses suffered through 
outbreaks of such diseases as typhoid in the 
cities, towns and also on the farms of 
the country, and urged the purification of 
the water supply. Calling attention to the 
success of courts of arbitration in London, 
he said, “Could we not enlarge our useful­
ness and influence by obtaining, in con­
junction with our own municipal council, 
similar powers to those entrusted to repre­
sentative bodies of the great metropolis ?

He commended the. banking system of 
Canada as judged by the experienoee of the 
country in the present crisis, and consider­
ing the “hard times” suggested that insol­
vency might have been avoided in many 
cases hy avoiding outside speculations. 
Coming closer home, he said that the life 
membership had realized enought to pay off 
the floating debt of about $13,000 and pat 
the finances on a good footing. The ordin­
ary revenue bad been enough to meet 
current expenses and pay interest, but not 
enough to pay $5000 required hy the sink­
ing fund. The assistance of every member 
was necessary in keeping up the member­
ship and adding to the revenues. The 
gratuity fund amounted to over $90,000 
securely Invested. The address closed with 
a few graceful words of farewell as presid­
ing officer.
