Nova Scotia ¥rult Growers' Association.

QUARTERLY MEETING,

The July meeting of the N. S, Fruit
Growers' Association wes held at Mo
sioc Hall, Wolfville, on Thursday, 13th
inst., Mr, R. W. Starr, President, in
the chair.

A. H. Jobhnson, Secretary, made a
verbal report of the quarter's work.
He said the president and himself had
devoted considerable time to compiling
the documents of the Association, and
found they were so voluminous, that
they would be obliged to abandon the
ideu of incorporating the whole in the
coutemplated published report of the
association, but would condense the
whole, taking only such matter as was
of general interest in the history of the
association since its formation, with an
sppendix containing some of the seve-
ral valuable papers upon subjects of
importance. A draft of the historical
portion of the report was laid on the
table.

A complimentary note from the
secretary of the Cape Bretun Exhibi
tion Committee, acknowledging the
ofter of special prizes at the exhibition
by the Fruit Growers’ Association, was
read. Regret was expressed that this
was the only secretary of the several
district exhibitions who had seen fit to
acknowledge the offer of the F. G. A.

The President called attention to the
resolution of the April meeting to ap-
point delegates to the several exhi-
bitions to gain and disseminate know-
ledge for the benetit of fruit growers.

T, H. Parker did not approve of the
association going to a large expense in
sending delegates, but thought the
suggestion a good one, and the best
means of obtaining a winter exhibition
of fruit from all parts of the Province.

Edwin Chase thought the idea a most
excellent one of doing good and build-
ing up the association ; also thought
the association was oflering prizes on
too many varieties.

T. E. Smith thought it the best
method of making a successful winter
exhibition of fruit from all sections.
Many fruit growers were re-grafting
trees, but he feared the kinds were in-
creasing rather than diminishing,0wing
to-the efforts of the pedlars.

The secretary said the association
had now one of the best opportunities
it had ‘ever had for doing good, and
moved that the sum of $75 be appro-
priated for this purpose.

W. H, O. Haliburton thought the
move a good one. There was a great
deal of ignorance respecting fruitin
many parts of the Province, and the
association should send the best men
to enlighten them.

C. R. H. Starrapproved of the scheme
and thought much good would be the
result, but much depended upoa the
delegates.

The President said the delegates
should be finstructed to give and to
gain all the information possible and
report for the benefit of the publie by
holding informal meetings, etc.

The resolution passed unanimously.

The secretary asked for information
regarding the Annapolig prize list. He
desired to know why the amount of
prizes offered by the Association
had been omitted.

Mr. Whitman could not give the in-
formation asked for. He alluded to
the number of trashy kinds of apples
being introduced; by tree agents, and
advised fruit growers to confine them-
selves to the standard sorts, such as
Ribston Pippins, Roxbury and Noopa-
reil Russets. He said the work of the
association had only begun and sug-
gested that arrangements for meetings
of fruit growers at the exhibition be
made esrly. He guaranteed & room at
Annapolis for the purpose.

The President spoke of the winter
exhibition. The idea was to have an
exhibition in Halifax of the prize fruit
from the several exhibitions during the
winter.

Mr. Parker thought an exhibition of
the sort was exactly what was wanted,
and should be made as attractive as
possible.

Mr. Whitman eaid too much could

not be done to advertise our fruit and
compared the advantages of Nova
Scotia with the rest of the Dominion
and the United States. He felt certain
our export trade would double in a few
years. No crop in Nova Scotia would
pay better than appies, even at $1.25
per barrel.
On motion of the secretury, seconded
by Mr. Eaton, the council was empow-
ered to get up a prize list and make
arrangements for the holding of an
exhibition. The sum of $150 was ap-
propriated for this purpose.

and Nonpareil Russets, they would do
far better than by sending 8o many
other kinds, London buyers like ap-
ples with plenty of eolor and size.
Apples of a soft sweet nature are of no
use here whatever, by this we mean
apples of the Bellefleur, Tulman and
Pound Sweet class, Too much care
cannot be bestowed on the packing.
We prefer hard wood, flat hooped bare
rels, lined with white paper and just a
very little white shaving (exocelsior)top
and bottom. Occasionally we come
across apples that have been topped
up, but are happy to say this is the
exception to the rule. It is very pre-
valent with the States apples, but we
should be very sorry to see it adopted
in Nova Scotia. Another thing the
fruit growers should give their atten»
tions to is quick despatch. Apples are
usually far too long on the way. Nor
do we think it advisable to send a large
quantity at once, that is 10,000 or 12,
000 barrels in one steamer, as it tends
to flood the market and cause a drop in
price. If a line of direct steamers could
call at Halifax we think thero would
be a great boon and should be well
supported.’

Mr. E. E. Dickie, one of the largest
operators and exporters of apples,
spoke of his experience in re-packing
and the necessity of inspection, and
said he had consigned a large Jot of
apples to Northard & Lowe, and had
found their charges from oue-half to
one-third less than other brokers, and
business done satisfactory, but thought
perhaps they did not know as much
about fruit as some other firms.  Mr.
Dickie presented a slip cut from a New
York paper in reference to the best
kinds for London, which read : ‘‘ Nova
Scotia Nonpaieils and Ribston Pippins
always sell the best.
