Hamilton Township, was the fortu-
nate and deserving winner of the Canada Company’s
I'rize 3 and Traman Mclvers obtained {be second
prize.  The tirst prize, for two bushels of red
winter wheat, @ remavkably plump and lheavy
sampte. was awarded to J. Sallivan, of Longmoor; J
Richardson, of Pelham. and . 1) Rowersof Pitlshmrg,
obtained the second and third in the same clasz. ex-
hibiting samples searcely inferior.  There were also
beautiful sam,les of white wheat.

Implements at the Provincial Exhibition,

Tie show of implements, though comprising some
ot a very usefal and jmportant character. and 2 few
of novel invention was, numerieally, very far below
that of last year in Torontv. Indewl. the ground ap-
propriaied to this department of the extibition pre-
sented on Tuesday morning but & bare appearance
\ few additions were made in the course of the day,
b after all were bronght together, the show of im-
pletents was very small for a Provincial Exhibition.

Among the mast conspicnons objects on this part
of the grounds was the steam engine exhibited by .
A Waterous & Co.. o1 Brantford  This enterprising
firm have done pmdd toward supplying the increasig
demand in this coumry for agriculiural machinery,
and their henefits have not heen confined to Canada
alone s iher Guntzies huve Yeen supplied by theirin-
dusiry. Thesteam engine exhibited by themlastyearin
Taron'n hassinoe been sent out to New Zealund.
That eabibited on the Kingston grounds is similar,
heing ot sixteen-horse power, and wdapted hoth as a
stationary and portable engine. It was in working
orler, with & line shaft atiached, by which the follow-
ing machines, which were placed aslong-side, were
~et o work during the progress of the exhibtion :— A
nutchine for enting Lah bolts from slabs j and ad-
Joining this, another for cutting these into laths.
‘This luth-cnsting maching is calculated to cut 13,000
laths in a day. Behind this again was a grain-chop-
ping mill. adapted for comminuting peas heans. corn,
cithier in the cob orshetled. &¢.  The patent is Robin-
son’s, the manufacturers are the Messts, Waterous.
Another smallermachine. of cheaper construction, was
also exhibited within the same enclosure. Much
praise is due to these exhibitors for the energy the
have displayed, und the trouble and expense which
they have inearved in bringing machinery of this
kind on the show ground. They were without com-
petitors in this partialar clase. Within the huild-
g the same geatlemen showed a large circular saw,
for which they are the agents, manufactured by the
Auterican Saw Company, from Emerson’s patent.
This saw is made at Trenton, in New Jersey, and the
prenliarity of its eonstrustion consists in the teeth,
which are ingerind <eparately intothe blade and fixed
in place by rvivels  They <1, of course, be reacweld
when worn, thus rendering the saw far more darable
than those of ordinary constraction.

Near the steam engine were o few  three hing ma-
chines. among them Abell’s horse power threshing
machine, which in every respect is o model of beaus
titul workinanship and excellent maclinery. 1t de-
servedly took the first prize.  One of the advantages
of this macbine is the provision made for fixing the
straw-carrier at any angle with the separator,
so as to deliver the straw at the side, if required.
Another threshing, machine was also exhibited, and
ohtained a gecond prize, by Mr. H. A. Massey, of
Newcastle. Mr. J. Conolly showed a amall three
borge power threshing machine, worked on the prin-
ciple of the incline. The same exhibitor showed o
stump cxtractor, worked by a combination of chain,

A cordwood sawing machine, of elegant appear-
anee, was exhibited by E. Leonard, of London, and
another, caleulated appasently for rougher work,
stgod near, and was shown ot work.  T{&s last was
manufactured and shown by 1L R, Barker, of Fred-
onia, New York,

Near these, and alone in its glovy, was exhibited a
machine of great power, for draning or lifting very
heavy weights, sueh as buildings, wreehs, e It i3
worhed by hand, but is capable of exerting inunense
traction fwee  The exhibitor was Thos. Davis, of
Porismouth, near Kingston. T'he machine consists of
a very strong chain, furnished with friction vollers,
and other main rollers of sitmilar construction, but
larger awml wedges, which are driven by a powerful
serew between the rollers. so as gradually to draw
up the chain an-d whatever is atlached to it.

In another part of the grounds was shown a drain
tile ditching machine, for making the diteh in whioh
to Lay the tilea. This uscful machine was exhibited
by I Carter, of Elgin, the inventor and patentee,
from Abell s manntactory, at Woodbridge, It might
be used without the tiles for constrneting an open
drain, where o depth of about two feet wassuflicient.
My, Carter also showed an ingenions horse hay fork,
construrted on the harpoon principle, far less cum-
brous than tmse that have hitherto been wost in
use. 1t loohs, at a short distance, like a flat iron
bar with twa points w teeth, techinally called beards,
meeting 2 the hattonr.  This bar is planged into the
mass of hay 5 he lifted ; by an easy inanipalation the
bottom teeth are tmrned up, and a considerable
weight of hay can then be raised, and dropped when
required. by pulling o cateh.

A very gimilw Inoking hay fork was slown by
another exhibitor. Mp. J. W, Mann, of Woo lhouse.
This is apparently sharper at the point,and is.arnish-
o with but one beard or tooth near the bottom. This
tooth i< keptin working pusition by the weight of
the bar attached, whichi woils up and down in-
stle o double tlat iron band, ‘ihe load is detached
in the usual way, by pulling a catch. It seemed to
work very casily, nuthing more being apparently
requited than to plunge the spear-lihe jmplement
into the hay and hautit up. It was siated that, by
cither of the” furegoing implaments, a ton of hay
conld be unloaded in thuee lifis. Mio Mann also
stated that Lis “orh could be manufactured at the
small cost vt $1.30 or $2,

In connectin with the drain tile divhing machine,
~hould be mentioned o machine for wuking draia
tiles  the ouly one apparently on exhibition. The
mventor is . Rockey, of Salem, Ontario.

Ploughs of various kinds, thongh not in great
wumber, were shown.,  Among others. A. Mubbert.
of Prescott, cexhibited wooden beam ploughs in
theee sizes—asubeoil plough, a double mould plough,
a gang plough and a trench plongh.  The same ex-
hibitor also ~howed a single horse cnltivator and o
putato digger. In some of these ploughs no holts
are used on the surface of the share or mould bourd,
the fastening being altogether at the back. 1. Mas.
Sed. of Neweastle, and” Chown & Cunningham, of
Ringston, alsv exhibit ploughs. A potato digger,
drawn by two horses, and which appeared calculated
to ) good work, was shown by Alfred J. Lemon
& Co.. of Linden.

Several varietics of harrows were on the ground,
amd mmong them were sone ingentous implements.
That shonn by Mr. . Kiuney, of Woodstock, was of
peculiar consivuction, and scemed well suited for
uneven ground, being 8o jointed together us to udmit
of conviderable movement i its compenent parts.
Mr. Collard ealiibited lus two 10w section harrow, of
which an illustration has already appeared in the
Caxans Fanxen,

There was & small coliection of horse hoes and cul-
tivaturs exbibiwed by Mr. 11 Collard, of Gananoque,
Mr. Bradle,, of Centeclon. Mr. T Seott, of New by,
M. W, Persivad, of Awsherst Lsland, and Mr. E.Rochey,
uf Salem,

Drils both for svwing small seeds and grains were
on the g vund, sl mosy of these appeared as it they
would wuth well Turnip drills on the barrow prine
ciple to he propeled by hand, and others of larger
dimensions (o be drann by hunses, were fairly repre-
sented. Moot of tuese had 4 separate compartment
for sowing manure, such us super-phosphate of hime,
or ashes, at the same time with the seed. Among
the eablibitors in this class were M. J. Westlick, ot
Hope, Mr. E. Rochey, of Salem, Messrs. W. & 7T.
Whalker, of Brampton  Mr. E. Rochey also exhibited
a liquid manure drill, of which it is desirable that
more were in use.

On the same portion of the ground, among the late
arrivals, were some very neat-looking aud ¢ompact
cider mills, manufactured and exhibited by H. Sells
of Vienna. These mills cut and crush the apples, and
completely abstract the juice, and appear to be
thorouglly well constructed for casy and efticient
