THE, SUNDAY $CHOOLL.

It seems to be generally conceded now that a
Sunddy School, if not.absolutely essential, ¢an
bé made- gréatly helpful, to the prosperity of a
church, Jthas been found that what is known
by the geneqal term *preaching” is not sufficignt
thoroughly to instruct the church—to say nothing
of the children-~—in the Seriptures. So it has come
to be a general thing to have what are variously
called Sunday Schools, Lord’s Day Schools, Bible
¢t 5508, €te., to supy t the set discourses de-
livered in all the churches we have ever heard
of-or, at least, have becowme acquainted with.
So far as we kinow very few now object:to the
principle of such schools, thoigh for different
teasons they. may not exist in all the churches.
Of course, .they-may be improperly cond'ucxg\l,
they may be,allowed to_degenerate into mere
watherings for entertainment, thus ceasing to fulfill
their professed objects.  When such is the-case
they are open to criticism, and should receive it.
But wé should always distinguish between the use
and aduse of anything.

"This brief article is intended to call the atten-
tion of our-readers to the importance of this
work, to exhort- those aiready engaged in it to
renewed diligence, and to urge those churches
which:have no schools winter nor sumner to
undertake the work of carrying themt on.  “I'he
importance of the work is to be estimated by the
value we itttagl\};o a correct knowledge of the
Word of God.*~And right here let it be said that
there is_no higher privilege, no sweeter pleasure,
thansthat of instructing others in the Bible—-
whetlier they be young or old, converted or un-
converted. In most, if nbt in all, of the churches,
thereisa great deal of dormant talent which ought
to be developed, and utilized in this way for the
good of the church and the rising generation.

“These schools are needed not only for the
children, but also for the young members of the
church, and, perhaps, not infrequently, even for
Christians of waturer years, They should be
‘undertaken as a piece of church work; carried
on, if not under the personal supervision of the
clders, at least with their cordially expressed ap-
proval.  As many as possible of “all classes and
ages should be induced to attend. A good,
live, capable man should be secured for super-
Jmepdent—a good leader for the singing— and

! for teachers, and other needed ofiicers, as many
of the most competent members of the chuich
as necessary,  All needed and appreved helps
should be procured for the study of the lessons,
and, in shori, every lawful means usedto ensure
a good, live, Scripturestudying school.  The
unpression should be constantly made that the
reason for theenistence of the school is thestudy of

made distinctly tributary to that great purpose.
Where summier schools alone are kept up it 15
now about time that steps shoutd be fken to
get them re-organiced, and started as soon as
possible.  And even where schools ave continued
during the year now is a good time to enquire
whether in any respect their efliciency can be in-
creased.  And as for those who way hithetto
have had no schools, it is for them to consider
whether they are justified in not engaging in this
work, We would press upon them the question,
whetlier as a matter of duty they can Jawfully
refuse to undertaket. Objections are often rade
.by country churches on account of the difiiculty

" 'of fining upon a convenient hour, and by reason

of the fact that many of the children live at &
considerable distance- from -the meeting-house.
‘I'hese difficulties, -we. think, can be overcome;
and in view of the fmportance of the work, if
they can be, they should be. It is believed that
the following armngeriient, suggested heretofore
iif these columns when.speaking of the method
followed by the church in Minto, would remove
those obstacles, and upon trial would be tound

1 yuite satisfactory : Let the regitar meeting of the

church be held in the afterncon at say, three
o'clock, and the Sunday Schoot one hour earlier
at two o'clock.  Then but one journey for man
and beast-would be necessary for those desiring
to attend both ; and, what would-be-very bene-
ficial, many of the_older people would probably
come ‘o the school, It would not take long to
become: accustomed to such an order; thereis
no Scripture for eleven o'clock in the. forenoon ;
wé should not act as thonghithere were ; and the
conclusion of the whole matter for the present,
brethren, is this, Unlessit be.impossible have a
good Sunday School among you. GoM

A PREACHER’S POSITION- IN A
CHURCH,

A series of questions is submitted in regard tp
the ofticial, relations of .a preacher. engaged fo

-| preach for'a church by the year on a salary :

(1) What office does -he hold? The same
precisely as if he were employed for a week or a
month instead of a year, He is a preacher, a
‘minister, an evangelist, laboribg for a time with
a single congregation,

(z) Is he an overseer or clder, and co-ordinate
in authority with the elders? He isnot.  Only
a formal election and appointment can make any
inan an overseer or clder.  In many instances
such a preacher is incligible to the oflice, on ac-
count of immature age, the want of family expe-
rience, or other required qualification; and this
alone shows that occupying such a position
makes no man an overseer or elder.

(3) Is he the gastor, and by reason of this,
superior in authority to the clders?  He is not
the pastor, nor a pastor. 'This term isapplied in
the Seriptures exclusively to clders of the churcl).

Every, intelligent student of the Seriptures knows’
that in calling such a man ‘the pastor’ he u;s’fg
the word unscripturally.  J2 ought fo e stopged.
As to authority, since the Apostles died no.ipan
is superior in authority to the overseers, or shep-
herds (pastors) of God's flock.

(4) Should he be guilty of unchristian conduct,
would it be the duty of the overseers ta call kim
‘to.an account® Of course it would. This is
oric of the duties .specifically enjoined "upon
them, and. for this capress purpose, among
others, they are made overseers,  See Acts ax?
28, 31; Titus iz g, 115 Rev, HEES

(5) ' If he'is qualified; i« there any reason why
he should not be appointed an overseer? 'None
atall”

The following paragraph, from the Memoirs of
Alexander Campbell, vol. 11, pp. 6o, 61, is worth
reading in view of the charge often made that a
preacher regulatly employed and supported by a
church, is a “clergyman,” and in an unscriptural
and anti-scriptural position.

“It should be remembered, morcover that
E\lr. Campbell regarded the church and the clergy
~}mm apoint of view very dufferent from the popu-
14Y one, and did not consider all ministers of
of religion as “clergy” i the sense he con-
demned. Hence <care is to be evercised in
giving to his censures an application no more ex-
tensive than he designed. “The clergy, in Mr.
Campbell’s view, consisted of .those who, claim.
ing, without credentials, to be “ambassadors of
Christ,"placed themselvesupon apostdlic thrones,
and having no new divine-revelations, assumed
to be the sole authorized expositors of the sacred
oracles, denying to the. people the right or the,
power of comprehending or interpreting the
Scriptures for themselves, and excrcising over
men, by means of these false assumptions, a
pawerful influence, largely devoted to_the main-
tenance of their own usurpations and the religi-
ous pastyism of the times. He had before his
visionsthe lordly prelates of Europe, and st
pecially of the Established Cliureli of England,
whose revenues, he shows from public doci-
ménts, were.ncarly forty willions of dollars, being
tw, huidred and cight thousand six -hundred
and cighty dollary per annum wore than those of
all the remaining clergy of the whole Christian
world, With these he associated all in other
churches who arrogated to themselves similar
official claims, and who sought, cach in his own
sphere; a similar priestly domination. Tt istobe
noticed that ke did not include among the  clergy”
whom ke dentounced e mivisters of the Baplist
and other independent churches, ‘These, beingap-
pointed by.the churches;and aciingas cldersand
preachers of the gospel in subordination to just
scriptural authority, he constantly recognized as
a lawful ninistry in the church, for the accom.
plishient of the purposes for whidh it was ¢s-

tablished upon the varth,” .

Pacdobaptist clergymen have been going inte
the water quite frequently of late. \We have
heard, however, of no instance where any one o'x'
them did so by chotee, but 1t is encouragng to
now that they will allow themselves to be led
m by somic of their candidates for church mem-
bership.  While we think 1t would seem more
fitting for the preacher to take the lead, still it
does not watter so much as long as Chnst 15
lovingly obeyed.
