TrA RoLLs.—One pint of milk, one quart
of flour, two tablespoonfuls of butter, or but-
ter and lard, one half Vienna yeast cake.

Let it rise, salt
it, dissolve a very small quantity of soda,
and put it into the sponge. Mix it with a
quart of flour, and let it rise again, then
cut out and put in pans, to rise very light
before putting in the oven.

RICE PuDDING.—One-half cup of rice,
boiled and sweetened ; two eggs, one tea-
spoonful corn starch, one pint milk. Wet
the corn starch with a little cold milk ; add
the beaten yolks of the eggs, and stir all into
the boiling milk. When cooked, pour the
mixture over the rice, covering it with the
heaten whites of the eggs, and placing it in
the oven a few minutes to brown slightly.
