As a city set on a hill or a candle
piaced vn a candl.stick, the Christan certsinly inast
v 2 puide and a light to thoxe who are yet wandes-
ing wathout the guidance of 1cligiun ; buz it is sim-
piy unjossible that asacity, be shoaid be composed
alioze.ier of waich towers ; or as a condle, shoald
persuade men that he isalwags casting a light,
uraccomyaniad with shadows.—Episcopal Recorder.
