The regular teaching force is five Professors and eleven Lady Teachers. Course for graduation in Literature, Music

Modern Languages taught by natives of the countries repre-
sented. The building contains over onc hundred and fifty rooms. Hot or cold baths aiways accessible. Large and
clegant parlors, spacious halls, skating rink and recreation grounds. Those who know will admit that no other College in
the Dominion contains such halls, bed-rooms, recitation rooms and parlors, or so grand a dining hall.  Each piano for
practice— sometimes we require twenty-five—has a separate room.  Our location gives to our pupils advantages that can be
obtained only in cities. These are enjoyed daily under 2 constant and careful supervisicn. The health of our pupils is
always remarkably good. No college in the Dominion has a better health record.
