Father Murphy in Montreal.

On monday November 20, Fuather
Murphy, lectured at the Windsor Hull,
Montreal.

Mr. M. McCready, 1. P., provided and
in a few well chosen words introduced
the Reverend lecturer, speaking strongly
in favor of the Gold Cure, and the great
work it had done for many some of
whom were then presentin the Ilall.

such men then there would not be any
need of” prohibition; as they would afl be
temperance men and  women.  Withal,
prohibitiou was bound to come.  Ontario
was awalke to the cvils of the day, but
Quebee was asleep and so were the chur-
ches, but they would wake them up. Jle
deniced the statement that prohibition had
been o failure, Alter pointing out all the
evils arising from liguor, he turned to the
practical side of the question, and said it
was for them to go to the polls and send
men who would give them legislation in
the line desired.
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Is Drunkeness decreasing ?

Iather Murphy, the great temperance
refovmer, says it is,  And the reason he
gives may be interesting to men—purti-
cularly young men who are also ambi-
tious men and clever men—who stay out
late nights once in w0 while.

Father Murphy says that the cause of

what he claims is the deerease of' drunk-
enness is the direet result of the demands
of business upon men; that competition
1s 50 fierce in these times and so much is
expected of a man that it is impossible to
be intemperate and lkeep in the race for
sticeess. It Is an undeniable and well-
known fact that an employe, whether at
a trade or profession, must be a temperite
man if he would feel reasonably sure of
holding hix position, The employer him-
self” must “ keep at clear head,” or in the
close competition in business and the
hustle for a competency he wifl be dis-
tunced.  This holds good also in the pro-
fessions aud in polities.  In short one
cannot drink and be successtul, or at the
least can not be as successlul s his brains
and energy entitle.

1t has beensaid thousands of times that
intemperance must hurt a man's chances
in the world. But this is the first time it
has been stated vigorously by a compe-
tent authority that the realization by men
of' this fact is actually lessening the evil,
It is one thing for a preacher or reformer
to warn people that they are foolish; it iy
another thing to find thatthe people have
concluded to mitke fools of themselves no
longer.~—Orraws JoukaAL,
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That the Ontario Prohibition plebiscite
which is to be voted upon throughout the
Provinee at the Municipal clectionson the
tirst Mounday in January next, is regarded
asan importantstep towards fong sought
legislation, is proven by the carnestness
with which the leading temperance men
and women are preparing for the vole.
Many whose interests lie in the opposite
direction huve boen Irugging the delusion
that the plebiscite was only a device for
getting rid of long petitions for IProhibi-
tion. Ot late, however, the liquor inte-
rests seem to be realizing the danger, and
there is sald to be some anxiety in the
Licensed Vietuallers' Association. So far
no suspicion of politics scems to have en-
tered into the contest. The disputed point
as to whether the Domioion or Provincial
Governments have the power to prohibit

the sale of intoxicants strips the tight of

all party politics, and Liberal and Con-
servative for once, at least as fas as To-
ronto is concerned, are united in acom-
mon cause.—TuE Wing TrADE, -
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
