SHOT IN THE STREET.

———

Bis Assailant o Womax.

New Yorg, February 2.—At twelve min-
ates after five o'clock this afternoon Jere-
mish O'Donovan Rossa, the notorious Irish
agitator, waa shot by & woman in Chambers
gtreet, near Broadway. At thut hour the
stroots were full of penple, making their way
toward Brooklyn bridge and up town, and the
excitement over the shooting, although
Rousa wag recognized by very few, waas in.
tepee, The tirst shot fired took effect in
O'Danovan's bady and he fell to the side-
walk, The woman continued to shoot until
she emptied her five-chumbered revolver.
Only the firat ahot took eflect. City Marshal
James McAuley was present at the time and
breakiog throngh the crewr that collected,
even before the shooting wua over, he seized
the woman, who still-held the smoking pistol
in one hand, and told her she was under ar-
rest. The woman offered no.remonstrance
bot allowed herself to he pulled through the
msss of citizens and taken to the City Hall
gation house. George W, Burlow. merchant,
and Peter Y, Everett, ex-journalist, who
vitnessed the shooting, accompanied the
captor and captured to the statior, saving
they would be witnesees of the swsanlt, When
the woman ceased firing Rossa srose to his
feet, and made an effort to find his way back
to h1a office in Chambers street, which he had
just left. He said

*'1 AM snot,”
trying to place his hand on his back, under
his shoulder blade. After a few steps, some-
tody in the crowd suupested that he should
go to the Chambers street hospital A
coupls of men lent their arms and the Irish-
man changed his mind turning his steps
toward the hoapital. He walked all the way
there, a dlstance nearly a quarter of a mile,
He hled considerably on the way. Once
there he waa disrobed and examined by the
attending physician, It was found that a
bullet had entered his back, directly below
the left shoulder blade. The dector pro-
nounced the wound to be not of a dangerous
character and began toprobe for the ball. A
great crowd hod followed the wounded man
down Chambers street and blocked the road-
way in front of the hospital after the door
was locked belind Rosea and hia escorts.
CTIE WOMAN EXASIINED,

Meanwhile the woman had been tuken to
the station honse with anether crowd follow-
ing her. She was placed” before Sergeant
Kuss’ desk. - She wae a good-looking woman,
dressed peatly iu plain dark clothing, and
wore eye-glasees, She appeared like u school
tencher, with an inteilectual face. Her man-
aer was entirely composed, and she answered
tome of the questions put to her promptly
and without einbarrassment.  To others she
tinply shoak her hend, snd msmiled witha
look which said, I shall only answer ques-
tions which I know you have a right to ask.”
MeAnley handed the five-arrclled pistol
of emall calibre to  the seryusat,
and said he hait seen prisoner shoot a
min on Chambera street. The volunteer
wilnesaes asserted to the fuct of the shooting,
A citizen here asked, **1Do you know the
mwan yon shot?” ‘*Yes,” replied the pris-
oner coolly with an Euglieh aceent, *' I shot
O'Donovan Rossa.” Further guestioniyg by
the sergeant elivited a statement that the
Pritaner’s nume wes Yseult Dudley, aged 25,
that she wug & nurse, and married, and that
the lived at No, 60 Ciinton Place. She was
asked why she shot O'Donovan, how long shic
bad béen in Americn and other gnestions, to
which she retarned no answer. She was then
escorted to o rear ronm, and the crowd slowly
dispersed.” Mrs. Dudley was subsequently
removed to the Oak street station and placed
in tha cell, Her entire demeanor was that of a
Tational peraon and a cool-headed one at that,

TO A REPORTER ROSSA SAID:

It was & premeditated aflair and this woman
wos simply the engine by which the dastard-
ly work was accomplished. She had no pri-
vate revenge to gratify ; no relative of hers
bad been injured in the English explosions,
It is the work of tha English Government,
whose policy has always heen to assassinate
men they could not otherwise reach, She ia
the agent of the British minister or somebody
else. This woman came to me and said she
was Irish, but that her husbhand
did not sympathise with the cause
of Ireland. She was tahid in her views
on dynamite. Sha said the Loandon explo-
sions were no good and wanted a harrible
sacrifice of life to strike terror to the hearts
of Ireland's enemies. 1 told her T wne not
engaged in that business, and I received no
money for such purposes, but only to help
tho Irish canse, She reiterated that thou-
sands of livea shounld be sacrificed iz London,
She wanted me to vign a receipt lor money.
The receipt contsined the woird dynamite
and I declived 2 sign it and put the paper
in my pocket, und walked out with her, She
is nothing more or legs than nn agent of the
British government eraployed to aasnssinate
me,
MR, DUDLEY’S ANTECEDENTS,

On the 22nd JJunuary dlrs, Dudley called at
the home for unemployed women, 6@ Clinton
Place, and secured accommodations, givio
us reference Dr. Thowas, The matron of the
home was 80 favorabiy impressed with the
woman that she sllowed her to remain, and
Mrs. Dudley occupied & recom jointly with
two young ladies. Her only luggage was »
valise, which she never unpacked because,
a8 she remarked, she might be eslled sud-
denly to attend some patient. She told the
matron ehe had been married aml had two
children, but that her husband and children
had died abroad. Her father, she remarked,
had been engaged in the British cavulry ser-
vice, She had acted as a trained bpursein
hospitals in London and Pariz, and she siid
ghe had diplomas from inatitutions of that
kind, bnt the matron never examined them,
thongh she showed them to other youung
ladies in the house. *“She was a thoreughly
accomphished womun,” continued the mutron,
* and her manners and speech betokened a
thorough bred English woman of keen mind
and bright perceptions. She was an intense-
ly patriotic little lady, and sarcastic and cut-
ting at times wheun spenking of tliose who
seemed to ke making war on her people. She
was extremely neav-gighted. In telling me
of her work abroad, she one day eaid she
mueh more enjoyed hospiinl work abread
than the nursing rhe had been doing here,
She snid she received £25 a week abroad.
She paid her Dboard up to lust Tues-
day. On Tuesday, continued the mat-
ron, she came to me hurriedly amd said
she hadl a case and was poing.  She would
take her latch-key with her fur she
might desire to return.  She went, tuling her
valise. I never kuew of her having o pastol,
Last Thursday she returned, coming in in the
dleasanteat mood possible, She said her
patient had died. Then she paid me her
hoard up te to-morrow, At three o'clock
this afternoon she came and suid she wun
going away again, aud if she did not she
would gend for her valise. Shewent away
-between 3 and 4 o’clock this alternoon awd
seemad not unduly excited, This evening I
was shocked ta heur she had rhot at the mn
Rossa.” In the purlor at Mrs. Leggett’s
house a bhevy of youny ladies

TALKED OF MiS, DUDLEY'S DEED,
4 She wos almost crazy with exciwment a
‘week ago Sunday when she read of the ex
.plagion in London,” said & comely and black.
eyed voumyg woman, “ she said America
-ahnul({’ give up Rossa to England, and on
Sunday lnst when ske heard of the explosion
in Grand street she was again very much
excited. She had a number of copies of
Rossa's paper, and on Sanday she said ahe
hud bad an interview with Rossa the day
Jefore and srid she had Rogea’s word for it
that he could get & ton of dynamite in New
York, that she heard him ray hn knew and
was in league with those who made it and he
did not care if they stopped its exportation
or its importation. Then she added that
'* Somebody would get even with O'Donovan
Rossa yet, 1 never knew she had a pistol,
but T offered to lend her mine.” The black-
eyed young woman believed Mrs, Dudley was
temporarily inssne on the subject of dyna-
mite as used aguinst her country. The
matren of Mra. Leggett's home did not know
who or where Dr. Thomas or Thompson was
whom Mre. Dudley referred to, but inves-
tigation proved that she had referred to Dr,
T. Gailliard Thomas, who lives on Fifth
avenue. At his office it was learned
that about four montha ago Mra. Dudley had
come from England in company with a Mies
Chalmers, who was living in Newark, N.J.
They had hrought diplomas from foreign
hospitals, and- Dr. Thomaa had sent them
both to Dr. -Chambers, at Dr. Thomas’
private sanitarium, Lexington avenue. Dr.
Chombers was found, and stated that Mrs.
Dudley and Miss Chalmers cama to him from
Ronsevelt hospital, where they had heen
employed. They were employed on trial
November 21, and showed -diplomas from
London hospitals. Dr. Chamhers was very
favorahly impressed with Mrs. Budley, but
ghe did not work harmonijously with those in
the sanitarium, and at the end of the month,
without being discharged,” Mrs. Dudlay
left, Miss Chalmers went also becauso
Mrs. Dudiey was going. The latter was ex-
tremely putriotic, withont heing disparaging
of America.

SAID TO BE A CQANADIAN, .

A woman wlo sayssheis iutimately a¢-
quaiuted with Mrs. Dudley, says the latter
is a Canadian, and & native of Montreal, who
came to New York eight or nine months ngo
snd was employed ns a nursa at the New
York hospital. She was copsidered to be
strong minded. Her father bolde a govern-
ment position of a petty nature in Montreal.
Her other relations are prominent in govern-
mental circles, Her cousin, Dr. Van Norman,
was physician two years ago to a company
which built a large hotel at Rockawny.
Another family of relations named McPherson
or McPheeters hold intluential positiona in
Quebec.

THE NEWS IN LONDON.

Loxoax, Feb. 3.—The first intellizgence
of the shooting of O'Donovan Rossa was
posted un the newspaper bulleting and sent
on the **tickers” to clubs at midnight. The
vews spread with wonderful rapidity through?
out the city and caused the wildest excite-
ment. Crowds surrounded the bulletin boards,
and at almost every strect carier was a group
of men jubilantly discussing thc cvent. Pass-
ing pedestriane who stopped to hear what
the excitement was nbout were told - O’Dono-
vun Rossa has been shot.” The responsze was
invariably a cheer or frome other cxpression
of delight. Many men became almoat fran
tic in the cxuberance of their feclings.
Strangers embraced each other effusively and
shook hands with the fervor of life-lony
friends. Then they would link arms an
rush in squads to the bars of the nearest ho-
tels, shouting as they went, ¢ Roasa 8 shot.”
Many thousands of toasts were drank to the
health and happinessof Mra. Dudley.

WHAT FINERTY THINKS,

WasaiNeron, Feb, 2. —Representative
Finerty ssid to-night when he heard of the
shooting of Rossa : **1 am sorry. Rossa wan
u tree man and a patriot.” When asked
what would be the result of the nasassination
of the dynamiter, he gaid what wouldue likely
to follow would depend upou the motive of
the shooting.

CONNRCTION WITH TRE FENIAN
_RIBING oF 1867.

0’Donovan Rossa, the prominent character
in the startling tragedy and the well-known
dypamite chief, was born in the County
Cork, Ireland. He is the .son of n small
farmer residing near Skibbereen, west Cork.
Q'Donovan received the Scripture name of
Jeremiahat the baptismalfont, and isknownin
hirnative locality as ** Jerry” O'Donovan, hat
a4 soon as he came into prominence he die-
carded his baptismal name and assumed the
more distingne one of ('Donovan Roean.
Skibbereen is situate ia the Dbarony of Ross
or Rossa, hence his nssumption of the appen-
dage to his surname. OQ'Donovan was at mn
eurly ag® apprenticed in a small dry goods
store in Skibbercen sud soon becama known
ne A Emurt young man and the possessor of
more ability and genius than his nssociates.
During the couple of years immediately pre-
ceding the Fenian rising of 1867 yeung
(’Donovan became an acsive Fenian orgauni-
z=r, and the district became a hot-bed of
Feniavism.,  He can lay claim at all eventsto
not shirking the responsibility which ia
Ir¢lund attaches to any person who engages
in the work of recret socivties, with the ob-
ject of treuson felony. When the abartive
insurrection of 'G7 was put down, Jereminh
O’Dunovan was arrested by the conatabulary
and tried before nspecial commission in Cork,
presided over by Judge Fitzgeraid, now
Lord Fitzzerald, and sentenced to penal ser-
vitude. The dymamite warfare waa not
dreamt of thes, aud Q’'Donovan was one of
the followers of Stephens, who believed that
the way to attain their wishes was to meet
Her Majesty’s fovees in the open field.
An oog:et a certain class in Ireland the Fenian
insurrection wus popuiar, although the Church
and the clergy dencunced it, and O'Donovan,
as one of the chief conspirators, became s
hero with theee who sided with the Fenians,
An inatance of his popularity mey be found in
the following dogyere! verses, which are yet
suog by indigenous hallad singers at fairs and
marketa in country townas :—
**I robbed no man, I apilt no blood,
But they sent nie here to jail |

. . Beesuse'l wes O'Donovan Ress
And a son of Grinn Waile.”

O Douovan spent nearly the entire part of
hie sentence in the convict eatablishment of
Spike Island, in Cork Harbor. While in jail
he was clected an member of the English
Parliament for an Irish county, but the luw
is thut no person convicted of » felony cau
st in the Houee of Cammmons, snd the elec-
tion of O’Deonovan was declared in legal par-
lance, “‘nulland void.” A similur thing oc
enrred recently when Michael Davitt was
e'ected as member for the County Meath.
O’Donovan Rosea, sfter his relenss, emigrated
to the United Siates, aud the rather promi.
nept figure which he has cut since in the
gocinl und political history of the past few
vears down to the tragic occurrence of yestee-
day, is well known to newspaper repdera.
