work. After giviog his biograpby, the rever-
d end gentleman said: ' Father Mathewis dead,
2 but his spirit still lives, his pure life still
lives. Hie name immortal, the patriot will
§ ever utter, it to bless it, and the lover
of humanity to cherish it as the memory
of the trucst hero of the race. He has

i to us, his followers, his work, and asked us to
-carry it to completion, The struggle which
he withstaod we most withatand. To-day,as
in the days of Father Mathew, intemperance
is a crying evil; it is atill ravaging our peo-
ple, it is still one of the greatest scourgsa to
gociety ; and the duty of every man wholoves
his fellow-man, who loves himself, is to raise
his voice and arm againet it.

aguinst the nse of liquors, still we must re-
f cognize the nee of liquors as the approximate
i occasion of ruin by abuse for a great portion
J of our people. We must recognize for such
a1 obligation to abstain from it as from asso-
¢ ation with a fiend ; for others the obligation
R 0 good example and edification necessary in
o.der to help in the salvation of a0 meny vic-
tme. Yet it is for us to battle against it,
for, as Archbishop Manning, of Westminster,
has snid, the liquor curse is grosing on ua.
It is like o great prairie fire ; it will deatroy
us unless we destroy it. Intamperance is
written in letters of blood on the door of
many & home ; intemperause is stamped on
many & brow where intellect had once its
geat ; intemperance stands as & fiznd over
many & grave where the hopes of a family lie
blastad ; wtemperance blights our youth, de-
troys our familics, destroye our old age ;
intemperance is the wail from out cur jails,
our reformatories, cur poor houses, and our
agylums. Symethiag must be done. We have
intellect to cultivate, a coantry to serve, a
deetiny to carry out, souls to save, Labor
wars against capital —it needs protection. It
loses sight of the grinding capitalist in jutem-
perance, more soulless than the mostarrogant
monopolis;, more exacting than the worst
taskmaster that ever lashed a slave. We
Irishmen aro clamoring to-day for home rule,
Temperance clamors for home rule against
galoon rule, it wants man te rule and not
be rtuled by men. We honor te-day an
apostle of home, an apostle of freecdom, an
apostle of God., Remember we are his
children, We are called to be apostles,
too, Remember, we have a soul to save,
and intemperance will render it very difficuls
for us to save it.

Guided by faith, strengthened
and sustaiusc by religion, with one idea in
view—the glory of  Ged, the salvation of our
roce, the destruction of intemperance—the
pledge of Father Matthew is our weéapon.

Do not forget society has in its midst evils as
grea$ ns‘intemperance, but none ‘zo tangible,
none so flagrant, none 8o fraught with ruin
to many, Let union be our atremgth ; let.

'Tis an old virtue,
old as Christisnity itself. Let us encircle it
with sister cordinal virtues ; let us advocate
temperance, but always with prudence, em-
Ploying only means distated by prudent judg-
ment and avoiding fanaticism ; let ue advo-
cate temperance, but always with justice,
remembering  every man has individual
vights which we wmnst’ respect, appealing
mewir o force but alwaye to entreaty and

above all thinge with fortitude, this being
the virtne we need, We will meet with dif-
ficulties ; we muat expect taunts, enconnter
temptations, nnwmerous and violent. Let us
alwaye possess fortitude ; let our mind and
will always be ttrong, Take then upon yon
the banner of total abstinence ; stand firm
under it ; fear no man ; carry out your prin-
ciples, bared on your religion; be strict in
your duties ; frequens the sacraments. Then
will you he good children of Father Matthew ;
then will you deserve well of men and God;
then will you always be true men.

After the sermon the pledge cf total ub.
stinence was ndministered to very large num-
ber. Solemn benediction of the Blessed
Sacrament followed, w.th His Grace as cel-
ebrant, assisted by deacon and subdeacon and
numerous clergy. After the benediction en
address waa presented to His Grace the Arch.-
bishop, en behaif of the convention, by Mr.
Dugald Macdonrld. The address coogatu-
lated His Grace upon hiselevation tothe rack
of an archly’shop, paid a tribute of respect to
their late pastor, the Rev. Simon Lonergan,
and expreased a hope that the great cause of
temperance would progress even fuster in the
future than it had in the past.

FROM HIS HOLINESS THE POPE.

A PONTIFICAL LETTER OF THANKS TO TUHE
YOUNG MEN OF THE NAZARETI
CONGREGATION,

An imposing ceremony took placeat the Naza-
reth Church, Sunday, on the occasionof theread-
“ing of a letter from His Holiness the Popeto the
young men of the congregation thanking them for
their addiess. After Mass the Rev. Father Colin
read thebrief beforoanaudience of 400 young meuo,
all signatories of the address to the Pope. The
rev. father, who is always eloquent, surpassed
himself in commenting vn the brief, saying to
the young mea that they were to be congratu-
lated upcn their disposition always $o receive
anything from the fountainhead of truth. Not
as Jansenists with cold and useless reverence,
not ss Catholic libernls who consider that these
directions are exciusively given.ior each indi-
vidual, and not for social life, but as true Catho-
lics who are always ready to obey the commands
of Jesus Christ in simplicity and earnestness.

The letter from His Holiness was as fol-
lows :—

Dear CHILLREN,—Salutation and the apos-
tolic benediction. Your filial devotion for us
is clearly disclosed in'the lettera full of respect-
ful homage that you have addressed to us, and
to which wers appended yoar names and that
of the priest who presides over your reunions,

We ses, and are happy to note, that the
sentiments expressed in these letters are worthy,
in all particulars, of young Cathelics devoted to
the Holy See, and fromn which we are able to
augur favorably, and which promise us much
for the giory of religion,

The tenor of your letter clearly proves to us
that not only do you receive with respect the
enuncialions which proceed from this citadel
of truth, but that you embrace with much
fervor that which ought to regulate all your
actions, whethes in private life or in public
affairs, when you are called to take pa:t
therein,

‘1lus has not been to us a lesser cause of re-
joicing than to observe that you appreciate so
well the utility and the fruits that a close obser-
vance of our precepts will bring to the people
In this your wisdom does not commead itself
to us less than your piety, for it is a sign of the
highest wisdotn to recognize that which promotes
the prosperity ¢f the state in the observance of
true principlos. L

We hope that in the light of this wisdom you
profit by so well that you will be able to over-
come ti’;e temptations which pelong to your
age, by which with fallacions words and writ:
ten records the children of darkness under the
form of mislesding argument, aided by the
attractiveness of elezant compusition, show the
venom of their doctrines. More than this, we
hope that your piety will draw aad gaia for you
a great number of the rewards of virtue, and
that it will add greatly to the numbers of your
worthy congregatico.

But for that what "you wish to obtain with
more success and fuloess we ask for you the
powee of the auxiliary qrace. and the abund.
ance of the celestial gifts. We give you,asa
pleige, our apostolic benediction miarked by
paternal regacd for yon, dear children, for your
director, end for all those who meet with you to
hear the Word of God, and who zealously hope
for the reglization of the power of science in
their lives.

FATTH AND FATHERLAND.

Eloquent Addyess by Rev. Fathor Conaty in
§t. Mars's Holl Last Evening.

———

Monday evening the lecture hall of St. Mary’s
Church was filled to overflowing by an enthusi-
astic andicnce to listen 1o the address by Rev,
Father Consty on *Faith and Fatherland.”
Phe chair was occupied by Mr. Dugald Mae-
donld, and among those on the platiorm ‘were
the Rev. I'athers Salmon, Lonergan, Foley,
O'Dunnell, Sames Callaghan, Hon. Mr. Taillon,
Hon. Mr. Flym, Messrs. G. W. Stephens,
M.P.P., His Wurship Mayor Beaugrand, Dr.
Guerin, F. A, () :inn, Owen bMlcGarvey, U.E.
Archumbault, John O'Neil, president St. Ga-
tricl T. A. and B, Society ; T. Nicholson, St.
Patrick’s T, A. and B. Scciety, and others.

The Rev. Futher Conaty was introduced by
the Chairman, avd was warmly recewved oa
riging tospesk . During the ¢ wurse of his lecture
he was frequently grested with loud appluuse,
The rev. lecturer said that faith, a divine virtue
uniting man with God, was received by the
Irsh people with enthusiastic promptitude from
the lips of St. Patrick and was preserved by
them until onr own cay, despite statumues, wars
and persecution of the direst kind. Nationality
is an instinet plasted in the heart of man by
God himself and seen 1n the love ¢f men for the
place of their nativity, no matter what its con-
dition, locality or history. The Itish race have
had both in na pre-eminent degree, and as the
Irishman has been true to his faith so has lie

been tiwe tn hLis nationality. And as his
faith has been preserved and is now
tmumphant, so ajso  will  hia  nation-
ality be preserved and be triumphant,

To preserve ther [aith the Irish have difficulties
to meet such o3 no other nation mentioped in
bistory has ever had to encounter. Consider the
Danish invasion, For 300 years these pirates of
the north, aiter having conquered at different
times almost the whola of Europe, swept down
upen the Isleof Sainty, like the wolf on the fald,
but at each invasion they were met by the Lrich
race with a courage which nothing could daunt,
and in the year 1073, on the field of Clontarf,
Brian hurled them back into the sen. Tbere is
no grander ec:ne in history than that of the
aged king, the hero of one hundred
battles, ralsing the cross before hia Celtic
followers and promsipg them the crown
which hé himself was £o soon teo wear, for
all who should fall “on that day in dcfence of
faith and fatherland. Coneider the Norman
wars, the Tudor wars, the Cromwell maseacre,
the Williamite war, and the long succession of
petty 1evolts, the penal laws, the struggle
agaiust a sy-tem whict, failing to annihilate,
strove to prosclytise, At first it was & war of
races, later it became s war of religion ; if the
first wars had been cruel for conquest aund the
possession of the land, the last wars for the sup-
pression of the faith became such as the bigotry
of oo other country can parallel. At the end of
the last eentury there burst forth a worthof new i
ideas concerning the rights of man. The Decla-:
ration of Indegrendence written at Philadelphia ’
echoed thronghout the world. The exiled
sons of Ircland took 1its doctrines to their-
hearts and tranamitted to their brethren at
home the principles which were to animate
Grattan, vlfe Tone® Emmett, O’Connell, the
men of 48 and onr own glorious contemporary,
Charles Stewart Parnell, How can we look
upon the outcome as other than encouragiog?
See the times goue by, see the present ; see the
progress :made, se¢ what remains to be done,
In our own recollection the Irish race was
deapised, misanderstord, the Irigh cause abso-
lutcly unknown, Irish history as told by Irish-
mea was ¢ usidered a fiction.  To day the Trish
rae can’ be heard in wll the legislatures of the
whele w vld.  Civilized bumanity has made the
Trish cuuse its own, and English writers to-day
stand aghast on reading the atracities which the
pablic nrchives of England prove to have been
a system, centur’es old, diepleyed by the ruling
clawes of Evrgland to the people of Ireland.
Human proeress is onward and not backward,
movements for secial reform  ¢onstantly tend to
blot out every vestige of slavery. Like the
torrent thai rushes down the mountain side on
its way to the great ocean, meeting on its way
pebbles and even rcks—turned from its course
by tham—in a manser almost unnoticed it runs
it+ destined course, so home rnle from the moun-
tain tops of intelligence and justice rushes on,
imneded here and there by the rocks and
pebbles of prejudice and vested rights, to find
1itaeif xoon buried in the ccean of complete na-
tionality. Through the efforts of Me. Paroell
and Mr. (iliadstone the national aspirations
of Ireland wore never atronger, national
unity never greater. Speaking of the suc-
cess of Yrishmen in America, he said they
had gathered bere what they could not
do at home, and they sent of their means to
keep want frem the dnors of those they seft he
hiud. They have told their story of English
misrule until to-day the great press of America
speaks more loudlr than they for home rule asa
necessity of English politics. Thoy have won
their way to the American heart and have con-
vinced the American mind that Treland’s battle
is but another form of America’s revolution, and
as a result the best thought of America is united
with Gladstone in his attempt at settling the
Trish question, The English people will find
tnemselves every day learning more about the
teuth of the Irieh situation. [reland’s great
leader is steadily gainine ground.

He was the trusted livutenant of
Charles Stewart Parnell,  {Applanse) He was
helping the great rishleader, as Fathes Mathew
had Lelped O'Connell, and in days to cume,
when the work of thet et lewder laidd been
Lrought to a euccessful issus, his name wonld bha
revered and his deeds recounted, not only in
Ireland, put in many a distant laod. Three
great names would ga down honored and sung
throughout the cchiving ages —O0'Conpell, the
cmancipator ; Mathew, the regenerator, and
Parnell, the liberator.

1Y THE PAULISE FATHERS.

f“\When thou art Invited to o wedding, yo sit down In
the lowest placo,that when he who invited thee com-
eth, ho may say: Friend, goup Ligher.,

Of the sins which men commit, some excite
horror and detestation, others shame nnd
contempt, others oven pity and compassion.
There is one sin, however, which, on account
nf its extreme foolishness, moves men to
laughter and mirth, and that is the sin of
vain-glery. The sin of vain-glory, 1 suy, not
the sin of pride; for, although people often
confuse the one with the other, yot they
sre in reality as far asunder as the poles.
Pride consists in despising others wnd
ull  they seay, de and think; nay,
even when carried to ita full extent,
Almighty God Himeaclf. The proud man
makes so littie account of others that he dees
not care what they think of him. He is en-
tirely taken up with his own superior excel
lence and abiliiies. But for the vain-glorious
man the good opinion of others is the very
kreath of life, iz and for which they live and
move and have their being. I am inclined to
think that there are not very many really
proud people amcng us, but of the wain-
glorioua men and women the number is in-
finite. .

For, consider for o moment the way in
whish people are acting overy day. How
many women there are who spend all the
money they can spers, and more than they
can well spare, in buying dresses and bonnete
aud-fine ribbons, and give up their iefsure
moments either to decking themselves out in
their figeries or to displaying them to the
reat of the world. And with what resuit?
Well this ia not the place for me to repuat the
remarks which sll these efforts call forth
from other women ; and if sometimes the de-
vired effuct is produced upon persous of the
other sex, is it not a humiliating thought
that sucoess ahould be due not to any pereon.
sl excellence, but to the clothes that sre
worn ?

But it pssses compre-
hension how any msan of sense can take
pleasure in seeing his name in such papers as
most of ours are nowadays, filled, as their
columne are, with accounts of adulteries,
elcpements, suicides and every kind of dis-
graceful action. .And even if the papers were
more decent than they are, among their thou-
sand and one contents how much attention
would your doings receive, even if duly
chronicled, and how long would they be re-
membéred 1 e e

These are but specimens of the foolishuess
of the way in which people are acting every
day, and ordinary intelligence is sufficient to
gshow the folly and emptineas of it all, 1
wigh tov point out, however, one consequence
of this pursuit of worldly honors which is
not euflicicntly adverted to, and it is thia—
that by seeking glory which is worthless we
run the tiek ef Icsing that which is of infinite
and everlasting value. For it is not wrong to
seek glcryand honor. Uur Lord Himself prayed
that He might be gloritied, We have an in-
born and an ineradicable desire of honor and
glcry, and to cherish and cultivate this desire
is not only right, but a duty. What is wrong
in the seeking it in the wrong way, and from
the wrong sources ; because by secking it in
the wrong way we shall fall short of that
which is set before us ans the reward of our
actions. And what is that?

Listen to what St. Paul saya: ¢ We sll
behclding the glory of the Lord with open
face, are transformed into the same image
from glory to glory, as by tne spirit of the
Lord,” It is the sttainment of this glory
which our foolishness endangers.

THE BULGARIAN ELECTIONS.

The Government Supporied by a very large
Majority—Another Rusiinn protest -Kaul.
bars meets with a poor recoption at
Shumla—Alexander refuses the
money voted him and
offers to return,

Sorra, Oct. 1L—All the members of the
Ministry have beon elected by immcnse ma-
jorities. The returns thus far received show
the clection of four hundred Miuniaterial-
ists and twenty-one Zankovists, In the
city clection all Government candidates have
b:en succemsful. M. Karaveloff, pro-Russman,
received but 50 votes out of 1,500 cast in his dir-
trict. Returns from eighty to eighty-six elec-
toral districts show that reventy were in favor
of the Government. Rustchuk gave 1,940 votes
for the Goverament and 32 for its opponents.
The Mncedonian rinters at Dabnitza murdered
the Government Deputies Zugra and Grancierof
and Prefect Dimiiroff.  The elections wers
abandoned in Vratza, Horne and Buceina, all
of which are pro-Russian districts.

A crowd of fully 5,000 met (Gen, Kaulbara
upan s arrival at Shumla, The Siskosman
told him the peopts had full confidence in the
government. Afterward a crowd assembled
near a window where Gen, Kaulbara was scated
and hooted at him. Twelve Zunkovists, who
were going to pay their respecta to tha General,
appesled to the ollicers to disperse the crowd,
but they refused to do so,

Loxnoy, Oct. 1L.—A deapateh from Vionun
says that at u ineeting at Hustchuk to-day M.
Stojanow read a desputch trom Prince Alexan-
der declining the money voted Lun by the So-
branje and saying he was prepared to accept
the throne of %ulp:nrin if selected.

M. Meklindoff has addressed three notea to
the Govenunent aud the foreign coumsuls. In
the first note he says he will resume diplomatic
relativns with the Government in accordance
with instructions of Gen. Kuulbars, who eon-
deinns the Dulgarian circular, which he saya
may lead to a rapture. In the eccond he says
Rusvia will declure the elections illegal and
invalid. In the third he oflicially protests
against the attack on the Russian agency and
the peasants who had sought refuge there.

In New Zcaland the railroads, telegraph
and telephone systems are all owned snd
worked by the Government. The white pop-
ulation of the islands is 500,000 und the native
a little more than 100,000. There are 1,230
miles of railroads opened, and about 400
miles are being copstructed ut present Thore
are 1,802 post offices, with 221 money order
offices, The cities of Auckland, Christ-
church and Dunedin have about 400,000
population each, snd Wellington, the seat of
government, hus about 20,000. Thero are no
trogs, snakes, poisonous bugs or insects on
the islands ; wo soow or ice to speak of
except on the mountuins snd the southern
part of the South Ielsnd. Cattle and sheep
never require sheiter, and the grass grows
green eviry duy in tho year. There are about
13.000,000" sheep, 300,000 cattle. 65,000
horses and 72,000 hogs, bhesides count-
less numbers of wild pigs that have
rizen Jrom the stock let loose from
Captain  Cook's  ship  Endeavor 118
years ago. ‘The Maoris (natives) are, in point
of intelligence, far shead of any of the other
South Sea Islanders; or American Indians.
They are now at peace with the Eauropeans,
and are represented by four patives in the
Assembly of the New Zenland Parlinment.
The patives are allowed to sell their landa
only to the Government, und consequently
their lands are leased to the Pohekas, or
whites, at a good rental, for graving purposes,
tor which they receive sufficient income to
live end dress comfortably,

M. Camille Koechlin has rocently brought
before the Academy of Sciences s paper * On
the Purple of the Solur Spectrum.” He con-
tends that the selar spectrum yields only two
simple colors, blue snd yellow. It is not
oasy to describe within o limited space M.
Koechlin’s views; thay must be caretully
studied to be properly underttood. He con-
tends that the spectrum condsing the elements
of all shades, by mixture, or by diluting with
white, or extinclion with black, In the lagt
case the colors containing blue preserve their
tint, while those ¢n the opposite side of the
yellow become changed in charaoter. The
whole queation of color radistions is opened
snew by theso statements, and it demands a

most thorough and exbaustive examination
from M, Koechlin’s peint of view
