When it begins
to get thick, add the whites of two vggs
well beaten, mix with two spoonfuls of
powdered sugar ; stir it into the sherbet ;
pack the freezer with fresh ice and
salt; turn o while and let it stand until
ready for use. Serve in sherbert glsses.

THE VALUE OF LIME WATER.

The value of lime water albout the
house in the summer can scarcely be

over estimated. To prepare it is an easy
matter, as all that is necessary is to put
s layer of unslacked lime in a wide-
mottthed jar and fill it with cold water.
There is no danger of using too muck:
lime, as the water will only take up so
miuch, however much is put in. It talkes
only a few hours for the water to take up
all the lime that is possible. After it
has stood, say, five hours, the water may
be drained off und more water added
until the Iime is all absorbed. Acidity
of the stomach is corrected by adding n
little lime water to the drinking water.
A tablespoonful of lime water added to
n glass of milk corrects the tendency
which milk has to coagulate in the sto-
mach, forming a hard, indigestible mass.
For this reason it should be added to the
miik fed to the little children, and nurs-
ing bottles should be rinsed with it. As
a mild disinfectant, there is nothing sater
or better,
