The wind, which had blowe hsl{a gale from the
eastward all pight, had slightly abated ; but still it
raged with such fury ap to cause most serious appre-
bension, which unfortanately were afterwarda but too
sadly realized.

By the time the fire brigade reached the ecene,
Trudel’s house was euveloped in lames. The Sapeurs
were already there, but thers was some delay in lay-
ing the bose and getting on a foree of water.

Leiz deiny, waich was not rewelied fur pestir an
hour, ensbled the fire to make rapid progress. There
were no less than ten or twelve houses on fire, and
lumber and wooden sbeds on sll sides had ignited.

By half-past five more thsn 80 houses, all waeden,
were in & blazs, and the fames, driven by the wind,
were epreading in all directions.

At half-past six over a hundred sad fifty houses
were consumed. The fire by this time bkad run along
St. Joseph and Notre Dame des Anges to the junction
of St. Valisr Fireet, carrying everything befors it.

The church of Lia Qongregation stood in great dan.
ger at this time, bat 2 sudden veering of the wind
saved it.

Orossing St Valier street, the fire goon gpread into
St. Sauvenr with ita hundreds of wooden bouses, the
destructive alement raging in defiapt fury, Hous?
after bouse fell a prey to the fiamee, It was thooght
that the huuses to the esstward would be saved by
the wind, but contrary to the =ugposition, the fire
