met without recourse, in particular, to German existing Stocks, current prodi

tion and services, as well as Soviet reciprocal deliveries, under Part IV of t

Potsdam Declaration.

It goes without saying that the foregoing shall be without, prejudice to

necessity of achieving the economic disarmament of Germany.
