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International Bureau of the Universal Postal Union. This arrangement required 
Canada to pay the same sum—about $200,000—as was required of one of the 
great nations, Great Britain for example. That the scale of payments so 
determined operated unfairly to a number of the smaller nations was recognized. 
At the Second Assembly a committee appointed to deal with the matter pro-
posed another scale of distribution, under which Canada's proportion would be 
reduced to about $150,000. This distribution, however ,  did not come into opera-
tion for the reason that it failed to receive the endorsement of the required 
number of Members of the League. The original scale of distribution therefore 
remains in operation as respects the present year. The whole question was 
further con.idered at the latest Assembly and a rearrangement was agreed upon 
to take effect next year. The amount required from Canada will be $183,668.03.
