
ARTICLE 4

Article 12 of the Agreement shaHl be replaced by the following:

"Dangerous Goods

1. The Contracting Parties shall require their vessels
canrying dangerous, hazardous or noxious substances to
comply with ail relevant provisions of international
conventions to which the Contracting Parties are party, and of
the national laws and regulations of the Contracting Parties on
precautionary measures required to prevent, diminish or
control pollution of the environment of both Contracting
Parties.

2. In the event of an incident involving a vessel of one
Contracting Party carrying dangerous goods or hazarlons or
noxious substances while operating witlin the jurisdiction of
the other Cont.racting Party, the master of the vessel or other
person having charge of the vessel shall be reqired by the
Contracting Parties to report the particulars without delay to
the authorities of the affected Coutracting Party and take
immediate action to mitigate any environmental damage."

ARTICLE 5

Sub-Paragraphs 1 (a) and (b) of Article 13 shail bc replaced by thre
following:

"(a) in thre case of Canada, the Seafarer s Jdentity
Document or a valid passport issued by
Canada, sud

(b) in the case of the People's Republic of
China, the Seafarer s Passport of the
People 's Republic of China or a valid
passport issued by thre People's Republic of
China."
