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And the House having proceeded to the deferred division
on the motion of Mr. Fairweather, seconded by Mr. Fries-
en,—That Bill C-58, An Act to amend the Income Tax Act,
be amended in Clause 1 by striking out line 14 at page 1
and substituting the following therefor:

“a ma_rket in Canada where more than half the contents of such issue,
gxcludmg advertisements, are substantially the same as the contents of an
issue that was printed, edited or published outside Canada.”.

And the question being put on the motion, it was nega-
tived on the following division:

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And the House having proceeded to the deferred division
on the motion, as amended, of Mr. Roy (Timmins), second-
ed by Mr. Hopkins,—That Bill C-58, An Act to amend the
