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feel respect for the PQ government and find inspiration in its 
actions, which is a complete falsehood. The brief states that 
the federal government is trying to compel the FFHQ to 
oppose Quebecers and that the FFHQ does not intend to be 
drawn into the game of the Canadian unity. Do you realize, 
Mr. Speaker, that they are saying they refuse to get involved 
in theoretical discussions over national unity? It is then obvi­
ous that they actually favour Quebec’s independence. They 
talk about traps and lack of goodwill on the part of the federal 
government. There is a request for help from the PQ govern­
ment to unmask and denounce the bad faith of the federal 
government.

Mr. Speaker, yesterday the people from the FFHQ sent me 
a telegram asking me not to make any further intervention 
before I had met them. I agreed to meet them this morning 
and they handed me the document in question. Nothing has 
changed, Mr. Speaker, except that I am even more convinced 
of the dishonesty of these people. First they told me it was 
simply a working paper dated October 20, but the title clearly 
states that it has been submitted, not that it would be submit­
ted, but that it had actually been submitted to minister Claude 
Morin on October 20. They may call it a draft paper if they 
want, the press release of November issued by the government 
of Quebec confirms there was a meeting with Mr. Lévesque 
and Mr. Morin which in a way answers the brief of October 
20.

Then there is the Globe and Mail's report of March 2. Two 
days later, Mr. Speaker, the FFHQ hurried to produce two 
other documents dated March 4 and 5 to cover up what has 
happened, but, Mr. Speaker, it is too late to conceal the fact: 
they have got themselves caught in their own trap. In view of 
such fraud, such dishonesty, I am again asking this: that the 
FFHQ, if it still dares pretend that it represents French-speak­
ing minorities, make that brief public so that the minorities 
may see how they are being abused by the FFHQ and its 
provincial affiliates; let the minister cancel all subsidies to the 
FFHQ till further notice so that Canadian taxpayers no longer 
have to financially support an organization which favours the
