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investor gets the tax credit, and the broker gets a fee. No
research and development is performed and the country gets
ripped off. Wiil the Minister change the system, to create a
refundable tax credit which will be refundable to the company
doing the R and D work, if in fact the work is done, and paid
by the Government to the company if it bas no taxable
income?

Hon. Marc Lalonde (Minister of Finance): Mr. Speaker,
there are so many questions like this. I wiil take this as
representation for the content of the next Budget.

It bas been recommended. by the retiring Language
Commissioner, Mr. Max Yalden, that the word "hanguage" be
inserted into the Act.
