trine which hath been here oppofed ; every

uncorrupted Engli(hman, every friend to

freedom, of whatever party, muft be alarmed

at the propagation of it ; and be heartily and

warmly difpofed to oppofe whatever hath a

tendency fo fatal to the public liberty.
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
