main in Sherbrooke Jail. On that day
he Is to be arraigned in the superior
eourt on a writ of habeas corpus. Be-
tween now- and'that time his battery
of lawyers hope to perfect plans not

to it gracefully—to a point selected
by Thaw.

This, in brief, was the status tonight
of Matteawan’s fugitive, arrested on
Tuesday mnear Coaticaak, and com-
mitted to-jail here on a defective war-

rant. Ignorant of the moves made

in the Sherbrooke Jail, Qnd
was not cven aware that the writ of
habeas corpus In his case was served
on the jailer this afternoon, and that
hut for a timely telephone message,
a’;would have been produced in court
today with the bench vacant.

” Somebody Blundered.

This incident, variously described
ag a blunder, a case of absent-minded-
ness, and an error due to hurry, arose
after Superior Judge Globensky fail-
ed to specify in writing that the writ
was returnable before~him on Wed-
nesday next. He had set this dale in
chambers, but the writ reading “in-
stanter’ when served on the jailer, set
that official into ‘instant action, -and
he called a carriage and ordered Thaw
to dress for an outing, when a tele-
phone message from the judge inform-
ed him that the latier was leaving for
Montreal, not to return here until next

week.
Sought Another Judge.

Meanwhile District Attorney Conger
of Dutchess County, N¥. 'I)epuzy
Attorrey General Franklin Kennedy
of Albany, and others primarily in-

gsted in getting Thaw acrogs the
border, seized on the possibility of his
frmediate production. and sought to
find another judge before whqm to
arraign him..

tion authorities as an undesirable,

Impersonated Judge.

The governor of the jail, explaining
his difficulties tonight, said: “Some-
one representing bimself to be Judge
Globensky called me on the telephone
this afternoon and said Thaw would
not need to appear in court before
Wednesday. I was not entirely
settled as to the time, because 1
theught he said something abount. to-
morrow. As a matter of fact [ rather
dcubted that it was Judge Globensky.
1 was confused, particularly when I
received another ecall. This time it
was from a man who told me “to get
under cover because something fis
going to happen.”

“Half an hour later the bailiff ap-
peared and served the habeas corpus
papers ou me, saying that I was to
deliver 'Thaw iramediately. 1 was as
near bewilderea then as I ever have
been in my life. Within half an hour
I had beenwtold to produce him Wed-
nesday, womaorrow and immediately.

“l found a crowd outside and there
were wild rumors. that the prisoner
wag goin gto be taken away. But of
course these were untrue, and I final-
ly straightened matters out by con-
sultation with the sheriff.”

Thaw’s Lawyers Satisfied.

Thaw's lawyers said  tonight that
they were weil wmatisfled ‘with the
events of today. They feel now that
Thaw’s fate, s0 far as the Canadian
authorities may influence it, is practi-
cally settled. The departure for Ot-
tawa carly this morning of W. 1.
Shurtieff was the first step in a plan
to procure Thaw's removal from Can-
ada without loug legal proceedings.

All of them profess to believe that
the minister cf. the interior will ac-
cede to the request that Thaw be per-
“nomimate” his dedtination”
in return for submitting without fure
ther protest tu deportation,

Those who are advising that, among
thetn some of tlie ablest criminal law-
yers in Carada, said tonight that they
were confident that the government
will weleome such- a solution of the
problem with which Thaw's unexpect-
ed arrival 8o suddenly ¢ onfronted
them. No cne contends that Thaw
has violated a single law of the Do-
minon, unless- it be that one whizh
provides that ro alien may enter Can-
ada without snecial permit within five
vears after he ras baen an inmate of
an asylum for the insane.

Quick Action of Railway Tow-
' _er Man Saves a Head-On
Collision in Which 350 Pas-
sengers Would Have Been
Killed or Maimed.

CHICAGO, Aug. 21.—The quick de-
cision of Clarence’ Wise, a railway
,tower man, stationed at the ‘Calumet
River bridge, near Hammond, 1Ind.,
probably saved the lives of 350 men
and women, en route from Chicago to
New York, and other eastern points,
this atternoon. Wise averted 4 head-
on collision betwceen a passenger train
and an express train by shwowing.the
switch wnieh swept the express down'
an embankment into the‘rsver. Only
a few of the passengers Knew of the
danger they escapea. "

Even
then he was not quick enough to pre-
vent the cof-caicher from ripping
into «ne of the vestibuled coaches and
tearing a hole in it,

The engineer of the wrecked ex-
press, MHenry Palmer, jumped as the
train struck the derail.
mediately in tront of the Nickel Plate
train, but managed to roll off the
track in time to save his life. J. B.
Hoftman, the Brie fireman, jumped
from the other side of the cabin at
the same moment and was also unin-
Jured,

The Nickel Plate No. 1 did not hesi-
tate, but continued on its way at the
rate of 35 miles an hour. None of the
passengers escept those in the coach
which was strueck by the cow-catcher
of the wrecked train knew how nar-
row their escape had been.

Clarence Wise is 24 years old and
lives in Hammond. “I'm not a hero,
he says, “the Nickel Plate had the
right of way, and I gave it to her.”

A deadly charge of dynamite—three
whole ten-inch sticks and two halves,
with a fuse detonator—were discover-
ed this afternoon near Mayor Gaynor's
office windows in the city hall. The
bureau of combustibles found that tHe
explosive was 40 per cent. dynamite,
the regulation blasting proportion, and
the amount found would, if exploded,
have wrecked the city hall,

The mayor wds in his office ‘when
the dynamite was * discovered by a
citizen passing thru City. Hall Park.
Mr, Gaynor evinced little interest when
told of the explosives’ proximity, and
remained apparently undisturbed at
his desk while police officers hurriedly
drew a cordon about the dynamite to
keep back an excited crowd.

Mayor Gaynor frequently receives
threatening letters, hHut tonight he
would - make no ‘statement regarding
the possible connection between any
previous manace by mail and the dy-
namite of today.

‘Close to the explosive was a plece
of - Chinese punk and several partly
burned matches, ¢« The dynamite and
fuse were wrapped in a plege of heavy
cambric secured by red and blue twine.

The cloth was blue, with red and
white figures. and resembled the fillets
worn by Italian women of the work-
ing class,

The 'bureau of combustibles expenrts
state that the only thing which pre-
vented a digastrous explosion was the
presetice of a  strip of cotton wool
wound so tightly abouf the base of the
fuse that a spark could not reach the
detonator. An edge of one dynamite
stick was slightly scorched.

This information is the first obtained up
to date that suggests a motive for the
crime, and as the guestion of a motive
was perpleixing the authorities, it is pos—
sible that the rumor will now be in-
vestigated. 3
Provinclal Detective Miller, who is

working on the murder cage, was phoned
last night by The World for a confirma-
tion of the rumor that Hassan had had
money before he was assaulted, but he
refused point blank either to -deny or
confirm the rumor. Asked If there was
any possibility of an early arrest, Detec-
tive Miller stated that he was working
on a clue which he expected would result
in much new light heing thrown on the
case. What the nature o the clue was
he refured to state. Q

From an interview which The World
had with W. J. Davies, the secretary of
the provincial police, department, it looks
as if .the department has now little hope
of ever finding the murderer. When
asked if there was a possibility of an
early arrest, Mr. Davies stated that ay
yet the.department did not know thi
name of the murderer, and did not have
an accurate description of him.

Last Saturday.

When asked how long the provincial
police had been working on the case, he
sajd -that it was only since last Batur-
day, and that before that the case was
in charge of County Constable Simpson.

A glance at a caléndar shows that last
Saturday wes Aug. 16 and the process of
subtraction shows that 12 days elapsed
before any detective was assigned to the
case. During this time Constable Simp-~
son was the only man on the case and
on account of his routine duties he could
not give his whole time to the problem.
Thru this delay of 12 days it can be
taken for granted that the crudest and
most amateurish murderer in existence
could make his‘way out of the city and
out of the province,

Of 'Little Importance.

The facts revesled at the inquest are
of very little importance in the capture
of the murdeérer for every fact yestorday
revealed was known while Hassan was
still alive in the Western Hospital. His
mumblings heard by five persons hinted
that the man who aspaulted him was
shert, had a dark moustache and a grey
suit and that Hassan had seen him quite
frequentiy, but did not know his name.
