Paris, April 28.—The revised cove-
nant of the league of nations was
adopted by the -plenary session. of, the
peace conference this afternoon with-
out division and without amendment.
The covenant had - beéen moved by
President Wilson.

‘"Regarding the composition of the
executive couneil, the president said
that Belgium, Brazil, Greece and Spain
would be represented on the council,
in addition to the flve great powers,
until a permanent chdice had been
made, ;

‘While the conference was sitting,
a sleet storm was raging, and the
ice particles beat a tattoo om the win-
dows of the conference room thruout
the sessian.

President Wilson was the first of the
delegates to arrive. David Lloyd
George, the British prime minister,
was absent at the commencement of
the proceedings, but entefed the
‘chamber during.

that Sir Eric Drummond of Great Brit-
ain had been named as “he first secre-
tary-general of the league,

Sir Eric Drummond has been private
secretary to A. J. Balfour, the British
foreign secretary, since December,
1916. Previously he had served Sir Ed-
ward (now Visccunt) Grey in the same
capacity while Sir Edward was foreign
gecretary. From March, 1912, to June,
1915 he was private secreta.ry to Her-
bert H. Asquith, then the British
prem’er. &

Sir Eric 'was born on ‘Aug. 17, 1876, a
son of the” eighth = Visscount
Strathallen, and is a half bro-
thér of and heir presumptive
to the Earl of Perth. He became a
clerk in the foreign office in 1800 and
from 1906, to 1908 was private secretary
to Lord Fitzmaurice, parliamentary un-
der secretary for foreign affairs and
cont'nued under various secretaries un-
til 1912, when he became private secre-
tary to Premier Asquith. ;

Sir Eric accompanied Foreign Minis-
ter Balfour to the U.S. in 1917 as a
membsr of a British high commission.
In 1904 Sir Eric was married to An-
