Grounds and Make Admission Free

Boston, Dec. 14.—It 18 sald here that
Harvnrd&}nlverslty will take over the Sta-
divm from the Harvard Athletlc Associa-
tion in the mear future, according to The
Dally Advertiser. Under the management
of the college, ‘the  Stadiad will pe dn-
gclutely free to all Harvard men for every
fthlette contest. No aomission fee can
be charged, unless siuch a merely nominal
on: s would pay the running expenses of
the Stadlum, or some special charge tor a
reserved spuce in some especially desirable
position. But thé entranee is to be ab-
solutely free. ‘Ihat is positively decided
on by hose who have in charge the refo.m
of Haryard athietics.
