Public Service a Duty.

“Not only has your council been re-
presentative in the .truest sense, but
its policy and program have been con-
sistently and persistently enterprising
and progressive. I mention one feature
only, If I am not. mistaken, not only
does the town own and operate its own
waterworks and lighting systems, but
the sewage plant and street railway
are carried on as municipal undertak-
ings. Over .$500,000 have, I believe,
been invested in these enterprises, each
of which has proved a paying invest-
ment, while the citizens have been at-
forded efficient service at reasonable
rates. Berlin has succeeded so splen-
in these undertakings because
she has shown wisdom in the manner
in which they have been carried on
and has demanded honesty in their ad-
ministration.

“You have adopted the . prudent
course of administering these public
utilities by commission, and by ap-

pointing as commissioners your leading
business men. Here, again, you have
helped to inculcate a fundamental
maxim of citizenship, that public ser-
vice is no less a duty than an honor,
and that unselfishness and honesty in
the discharge of a public trust are as
becoming the highest and best of which
a man is capable as their hideous op-
posites, graft and corruption, are in-
dicative of the meanest and lowest to
which a base and sordid nature may
sometimes condescend.

Industrial Peace.

It was, after all, fn the thousand
and one relations in which man is
brought into touch with his fellows,
that the real nature asserted itself.
It was, perhaps, because in all ‘things
we failed somewhat, that most of the
unhappiness “of “this' world resulted
from a failufe to do Jjustice to or
rightly appreciate the feelings and de-
sires and the needs of others. In
our present day civilization, with mod-
ern industrialism its distinguishing
feature, it was in the relation of the
classes to each other that this .failure
to rightly appreciate the position and
the attitude of the other most fre-
quently asserted itself, and a notice-
able, if not the most common form
of this assertion, was the ‘strike” or
“lockout.” It is no uncertain indica-
tion of the sense of justice of em-
ployers, and the reasonableness and
fair-mindedness of employes, that in
an industrial town, the first, it may
fairly be said, in the Dominion,
where industries were varied and ex-
tensive as they are here in Berlin,
where the total' value of the output
of the factories exceeded per annum
$7,000,000, and where the number of
hands employed in factories numbered
nearly one-third of the whole popu-
lation, that there should not be half
a dozen strikes to place against the
record in twice as many years, and
such as there have been, so unim-
portant relatively as to be hardly de-
serving of mention.

‘“What is the position as we find t
to-day in one of the best known and
most important industries of this
town?” he said. *I have been looking
fcrward for years to visiting again
the Williams,Green & Rome shirt and
collar factory, and seeing something
of its welfare work, so deserving of
the highest and strongest praise. The
minister and I had hoped to pay it a
visit to-day and had sent on word to
this effect. We were tc™, however,
that this would not be possible. We
had happened on the wrong week; the
factory would be closed. Far what?

—Alfred Greenhill, the young Eng-
lish emigrant, who is accused of. as-
saulting and trying to kill little Lilian
Lynn, was captured this afternoon by
the posse of 100, which has been
scouring the woods for him ever since
the crime.
