The expectations of coroner, counsel 

and jurymen that last evening’s pro1 
ceedings would bring the Simpson fire 
inquest to a close were not realised, 
thanks to the fertile imagination of 
David Livingstone, who spent two hours 
in telling fairy tales and denying them 
immediately he had told them.

Police Constables Bond, Dent and 
Gathers told of seeing the signal opera­
tor in the office of the Holmes apparent 
ly asleep on several occasions. The sig­
nal machine wTas meanwhile working with 
the tape piling up on the table and no 
note being made of the signals.

Louie Bouvier, manager of the Barber 
& Ellis Company, said that about two 
years ago his attention was called to 
the fact that the reports received from 
the Holmes Co. were not altogether, cor­
rect. An examination showed that the 
wire leading from the signal box was 
broken. Nothing of the breakage was 
said to the Holmes Company, but the 
reports came in regularly of boxes pull­
ed and signals received. The box was 
soon afterwards taken out.

David Livingstone, the Holmes Com­
pany watchman, for whom the police 
have been searching since the opening 
of the inquest, was then put in the box. 
Livingstone said be had up to two weeks 
ago been employed at irregular mt®/* 
vais by the Holmes Company since the 
latter part of August last. The mindof 
the witness was a total blank as/ojj® 
number of days he had worked for the 
Holmes Company during January ana 
February, or the money he Jfcad received 
in payment for his services.
