Denying Mr. Wallace’s Charge,

Continuing his speech Mr, Paterson said

Preference for Britain.

The plain fact was, said the Minister of
Customs, that the American, under the new
tariff, pays $8 a ton, and the Englishman
$6 a ton. It mattered not how low the gen-
eral tariff had been reduced, the fact re-
malined that the preferential tariff to Eng-
land was 25 per cent. lower.

After quoting the list of articles of gen-
eral consumption, referred to last session as
being reduced under the preferential tariff,
Mr. Paterson applied the reduction to the
"7 tariffs for purposes of comparison with
the tariff of '96, showing that on linen
damasks the reduction was 214 per cent., on
handkerchiefs 6% per cent., towels 2% per
cent., bleached linen 114 per ecent., bralds,
cords, ete. 3% per cent., print cotton 3%
per cent. so that it was true the ’'97
general tariff was 5 per cent. higher than
the '06 tariff; the prefereatial tariff was
lower than the latter, thereby showing a re-
duction In taxation on most of the goods
mentioned coming from England.

Apologised to Mr. McNeill.

Later on the Minister was declaring Mr,
MeNelll, who had interrupted him, was
against the Introduction of free goods, bhut
upon being shown he had mlsr(-‘prvm'nh-:l
that hon. gentleman, he apologized.
