HOW THE MEN WEIGHED IN.

11t Was Smashes to the Body That

Wore Down the Colored Lad
-A Killing Pace,

It is generally admitted that youth was
served Tuesday night at the Broadway AL
New York, when McGovern defeated Dixon,
but whether or not the Terrible Terry of
to-day could beat the colored champion of
10 years ago will always remain a deobat-

able question.

“] was present when the boys were
welghed at 2.40 p.m.,” said Macon MeCor-
mick, the well.known pugilistic writer.
“Dixon weighed about 116% pounds and
McGovern 117. At least, that's wbat thelr
trainers claimed. Both were below weight,

about three pounds, but I don’t think Dixon
weighed more than a few ounces over 11%
pounds when he entered the ring.”

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The New York Sun introduces its accurate
story of the fight as follows :

“Hopelessly beaten, though not knocked
out, George Dixon of Boston, who has been
the featherweight champion pugilist for 10
years, surrendered his title to the wonder-
ful little Brooklyn fighter. Terry McGov-
ern, in the eight round of their glove con-
test at the Broadway Athletlc Club last
uight. Tom O’Rourke, Dixon's mentor and
chief second. performed an act of mercy
when he threw up the sponge after the little
colored man had been knocked down five
times and there was no hope for him, It
would have been a cause for sorrow if Dix-
on had been permitted to continue the
battle until one of McGovern's fearfnl
blows knocked him unconscious to the *loor.

*‘His career warranted a merciful ending,
for no pugllist in the world to-day can
show a cleaner or more sportsmanlike 1ee-
ord than this same George Dixon. Though
he had indulged in more than 800 contesis
and had in that time .suffered " but one
knockdown, Dixon probably never met a
man the equal of the new champion. Tt
was truly a test of youth and strength
against age and. experience.

“McGovern showed conclusively that he is
the fighting marvel of the present time. Im-
pervious to all blows, regardless J&he best

'lclentlﬁc methods empioyed by Dixon, this
new tighting machine simply triumpued be-
cause or his magunificent physique, his bull-
dog tenacity and his unique punching abil-
ity.
“The fight turned out to be just what had
been preaicted. It wasg the fastest and most
sensaltonal encounter at the welght that
has ever been seen in this country. Having
studied out McGovern, and feeilng that he
had solved’ his methods, Dixon proceeded
from the very start to mix it up. Had he
stayed nway and used defensive tactics he
might have lasted’ much longer. But there
is no doubt that he would bave been uiti-
mately worn down.

“McGovern followed out a plan of action
that showed careful study. He went after
Dixon’s body just as he did In his fight with
Pa'mer.  With switrly moving hands he
ripped in blows every time he got a chance
and in the clinches he used free hands upon
the heart and kidneys. McGovern shifted
his methods in the last two or three ronads
by swinging heavily for the jaw and head.
One punch broke Dixon’s nose in the sev-
enth round. Dixon came up for the eighth
and last round with weakness in his legs.
A hook on the jaw, followed by a swift
body punch, finally knocked him dowv‘x.
This was the direct cause of McGovern's
victory, for it took all of Dixon’s remain-
ing strength away and made bhim virtually
helpless.

“'he defeat of Dixen In such summary
fashion means that McGovern, if he takes
care of himself, will hold the championghip
for some time to come. There are to-day
a number of rising featherweights who will
probably challenge him. Eddie Santry of
Chieago, the man who knocked ovut Ben
Jordan, the English champlon, last year,
appears to be the one best entitled to a
match,

“There was a rather pathetic scene after
McGovern ha
Dixon had very ;mcefnlly acknowledged
his defeat, Tom O'Rourke was not slow ‘o
shake the hand of the new featherweight
champlon, and, in fact, everybody concern-
ed did the proper thing. Then & stocky
little fellow, with a countenance of ebouy
hue, elbowed his wiy into the middle of
the ring and, started for McGovern's cor-
ner. e was restrained by a couple of
policemen.

“ ‘Why, T only want to shake hands with
MeGovern to show there’s no hard feeling,’
said he. This he was permitted to do after
he had been identified.

“After shaking hands with MecGovern,
Walcott leaned against a post and began to
cry. He has been training with Dixon for
vears, and it was a hard blow to him to see
his old ‘stable ccmpanion’ lose out.
