There are 75 distinet charges put
forth against Mr, Campbell and his agents.

Mr. James Chester,'the Senior Mem-
ber of the County Council, Was
So Honored Yesterday.

FIRST. ENTERED COUNCIL IN 1876.

In Private Life He is Noted for His
3 . |
Affability and 'Excellent
Judgment.

The members of the York County Coun-
¢il succeeded in electing a warden yester-
day. The first (fﬂy resulted in. many votes
being taken, with no resuit, and yesterday
the voting would have been the same had

not the bylaw provided that, on each vote,
the candidate receiving the lowest numher‘,
should drop out. In the final vote, befurot
adjournment at noom, the vote stood a tle,
between James Chester and Robert Nor-|
man. In this .case another vote had to be|
taken. Had it again resulted in a tle Coun-|
cillor Quantz would bave been asked to
give the casting vote, he being the senior
member of the district, with the largest
equalized assessment last year. However, |
the casting vote was not dequired, as dur-|
ing the noon hour Coumcttlor Lundy found
that he had another engagement, and when
Counecil resumed Mr. Norman asked leave
to retire from the contest in favor of Mr.
James Chester, whose election to the war-
den’s chalr was then made unanimous.
Warden Takes the Chair:
Warden Chester, who was led to the

“In all the long line of those who have
ruled over our race there is not one whose
reign will compare either in greatness of
progress or good accomplished thruout the
Kmpire, not only as a onstitutional sover-
eign and a wise ruler, but also in the ex-
traordinary influence she exerted over the
ordinary everyday life of her people. It is
something wonderful to think of the great
influence that can be given for good by 4
great and good woman upon the throne.
