as ever. As soon as one side heralds a

sign of victory it is repudiated by the
other, and so it has been since the strike
started.

The local trackmen have sent representa-
tives over the Owen Sound and London
sections to look into the situation of the
strike and report on their findings. Yes-
terday no change was reported in the situ-
ation on the Owen Sound and Torontd
Grey and Bruce divisions. The strikers
claim that from Toronto to Montreal -no
men are working.

Chairman Wilkinson of the Local Strike
Committee received a letter from President
Wilson, stating that the prospects for win-
ning were never brighter, and urging the
men to remain out until there was a set-
tlement in their favor, President Wilson
expressed himself as being proud of the at-
titude of the strikers in this fight.

In Toronto none have returned to work,
so the men say.

WENT DOWN WITH THE SHIP.

Further Details of the Wreck of
the Barque Falkland Of
Bishop’s Rock,

Penzance, June 24.—There I8 now no
doubt that the captain, mate and four men
of the British barque Falkland, Captain
Gracle, from Tacoma, Jan. 20, for Fal-
mouth, which was wrecked yesterday off
Bishop’s Rock, are drowned. The body of

Bateson, the mate, was recovered shis af-
ternoon. '

According to the stories of survivors the
Falkland missed stays and -was swung omn
Bishop's Rock wilth great violence, The
ship immediately began to settle. Great
confusion prevailed on board. Owing te
her heavy list it was possible to get out
only her lifeboat. With the majority of
the crew and the captain’s wife and child
on board, this boat picked up two men who
had jumped into the water, but owing to
the heavy sea and the fact that the gout
was overloaded the survivors had to turn
away ‘from a third man, who Was seen
clinging to a henco?.

Captain Gracie and the mate were last
seen standing on the Falkland’'s poog, which
blew up as the vessel foundered, After
an hour at sea those In the lifeboat sighted
the St. Agnes lifeboat, which brought them
to St. Mary's Island, where they were pro-
vided with clothing and food, as they had
saved nothing but the clothes they wore,

A boy who jumped Into the sea and wasg
rescued by the St. Agnes boat after he had
been 20 minutes In the water says he
saw Captain Gracle and other men jump
from the Falkland inte the sea and that
they wore life belts.

A body. seen floating In the water to-day
is supposed to be that of the man seen
clinging to a hencoop by thoses who got
away in the ship’s boat. The wife of Cap-
tain Gracle is very 1l

‘According to the story of the second
mate of the Falkland, as cabled yesterday,
a heavy wind drove the shlp among the
reefs, and in trying to clear them she
struck on Bishop's Rock, her main ydrd ac-
tually hitting the lighthouse. She over-
turned and sank in a few minutes.

The Falkland was a foir-masted Iron
barque of 2789 net tons. She hailed from
Liverpool and was owned by MacVicars,
