The following important construction was
placed on rule 29, relative to the svltvhern'
pcsition. It is construed as meaning:

“That the pitcher in taking his position
shall place no part of either foot back of
the rubber, nor shall he take more than
one step back of the rubber, nor sha]l he
take more than one step in delivering the
ball to the batsman.”

The enforcement of this rule will do
away with all preliminary steps, either to
