Premier Ross has not yet decided
when he will go to North Renfrew,
but it is likely that he will address
at least three méetiigs in the con-
stituency during the last week of the
campaign. All the other cabinet min=~
isters will also go down with the pos-
sible exception of Hon., J. M. Gibson
and Hon. John Dryden. The former
hds an aversion for such things, altho
he took a prominent part in the o0
by-election, and Mp.. Dryden’s inac-
tivity may be ascribed to what The
Globe vcalls “Cooling enthusiasm.” Jt
has leaked out that many hours were
spent in Council debating the part that

each should take in the|campaign. For
a while it looked as if the Provineial
Secretary -would be left at home to
manage the campuign from his office,
while Hon. Mr, Latchford did the ac-|
tive organization work on the ground.
Hon. E. J. Davis was one of those who
urged this course- He reminded his
colleagues of the Muskoka (:amrmign.}
and of the effect of the rehearsal of |
the bribery scandal on the voting. He
had charge of that campaign, and
figured that he had the organization
down so fine that if Mr. Stratton had
kept away he ‘would have won oyt |
On the other hand the Provincia]l Sec=|
retary asserts that the organization |
was at fault, and Gamey did not cut
much of a flgure except as a sort of a
vaudeville head-liner. , The Premier
sided with Mr, Stratton, and insisted
that he should go to North Renfrew.

Gamey could not be|
refused a hearing, and {t is certain that
he would not fear a meeting with the
Provincial Secretary., It would sure
prise me if the campaign did not vim-
mer down to a word-duel hetween the
two men.” .
