We have a large body of Teackers in our Sumh\ Schools, actively and
affectionately u'wnwod in the religious instruetion of the young. And we
have, from the liber: ality of the ¢ lergy, the nucleus of what m: 1y become
an ample Endowment Fund, not lntcm]ul to make Ministers inde 'pendent
altogether of the (nnfnw-llmlh in which th(y labor, but to place them
dl)(»\e that entire depe :ndence which is injurious to both, and to secure for
Ministers that modest provision which ‘their social position requires, and
which their preparatory studies and professional labors ]11~l]\ deserve.

Vhat has been done should encourage and .timulate renewed exertion.
Is it too much to expect that every lllnl\]lllul connected with the Church
should do something towards the effort which is now to be made for its
extension, and for the permanent dispensation of religious ordinances
among its people ; or that those whom God has blessed with wealth and
prosperity, counting themselves, as indeed they are, only ste \\':ml.~ of His
good gifts, should act with prompt and generous liber: ality ?  There is
abundant wealth .unn'w the members of our Church to accomplish all that
is desired or needed, if there be only the wi lling mind ; and that, we
trust, will not be wanting in so good and hcly a cause. (hn' duty, how-
ever, is only to explain and plead that cause ; not to dictate to individualg
the manner or amount of their benefactions,—** Every man according as
he purposeth in his heart so let him give ; not grudgingly or of necessity,
for God loveth a cheerful giver.” Yet et every one remember, *‘ He
that soweth sparinyly shall reap also sparingly ; ¢ md he that soweth boun-
tifully shall reap ulso bmlllll.l.“J
