S SILENT

When His -Attention is Called to' Various Rumors He Says
¥4They Make Interesting Reading” But Does Not Commit

Himself

« (From Our Regular Correspondent)

Washington, D. C., June 10—When
. President Taft’s attention is called to the
many divergent reports of his attitude to-
ward the tariff bill, that he will veto
the measure;; that he will not veto.the
measure, etc,” etc.; he smiles and remarks:
that *they. make interesting readipg,”
but that he cannot confirm or deny them
because the time for him to reach a de-
cision’ has not yet .atrived, and he is con-
stitutionally averse to making up his
mind Onh important subjects earlier than
is necessary. Senators are confident that
the President will not veto the bill, bas-
ing their convictions, no doubt,- on the
Tealization that such concessions will be
made before the measure is submitted for
the President's signature as to avoid all
‘danger of a veto. On the other hand, the
recent speech of the Secretary of the
Treasury, which has created no little sen-
sation in Washington, is taken as indica-
tionfi, in sopme quarters, that the Presi-
dent will veto the bill unless it'is made
materially more acceptable ‘to the Middle
West than it now appears to be.
this" speculation in no wise disturbs the
serenity of President Taft. He has his
own conception of the duties of the chief
exécutive of this nation, and to seek to
influence" party leaders in congress or-to
send them a message containing his views
on the tariff at this stage of the proceed-
ings, do not come within their scope. He
has been assured that the real tariff bill
will be framed in conference ,. and’that,
as ultimately ‘passed, the bill will make
good ‘the pledges of the party and miecet
his views as to, what the tariff revision
should be, and he deems it only. right and
proper . to accept these assurances and to
refrain from attempting to judge of their
work until it is completed. When the
measure goes to conference the Prescident
will call Representdtive Payne and Sena-
tor Aldrich to the White: House for 'a dis-
cussion of the various features of the bill
and this: ‘will ‘be the first time actudlly
that the rates in the eeveral sched:
ules will have ‘been discussed with ‘éither
of them. Mr. Aldrich and other leaders
in “congress. have called at the ‘White
' House many times and .the President has
discusgéd with them, in 4 b way. the
policy of the senate, and in more detail
the several administrative features of the
bill, the maximum :and minimum provis-
ions, the customs court, the  tariff com-
mission, ete.,  but  he has ‘scrupulously
avoided -any discussion. of . the individual
rates and that is the policy he purposes
to pursue .until the measure goes to con-
ference, and it is not improbable that the
President will act as a sort of referee be-
twee  the ~copfreres of the two houses,
whanever they peach ‘a. deadlock.

i In the seeming chaos that surrounds
' the consideration of the tariff bill there is
one feature of its progress which is some-
what lost sight of; and that is the large
number of reductions in ‘the rates which
have been adopted at the instance of the
finance committee, but have attracted lit-
tle attention because of this adoption |
without debate. President Taft, hOWever,{
has not lost sight of these reductions and |
they have but served to comvince him of
the unwisdom and impropriety of at-
tempting to reach a decision as,to the
merits of the bill until the senate has con-
cluded its labors. Another - significant.
fact, and one which has not received the
attention it deserves, is that almost every
change that has been made in the bill
since it reached the senate, has consisted |
of ‘a reduction of the rates recommended
by the finance commitee made on a mo-
tion of the chairman of the finance com-
mittee, and not as a result of the pro-
tests or the votes of the  “progressives.”
Neither is this fact overlooked by Presi:
dent Taft. These two facts, alone, might

chief executive as to the final outcome of
the “tariff' revision which is ghite appar-
ent to all who enjoy his confidence.
Shortly after this ‘administration was
inaugurated the President made it known
to. his cabinet that he desired their an-
nual estimates - for appropriations, - very
materially decreasced so that the annual
expenditure for ‘the ‘government expenses
would approximate . the :revenues.  The
navy department wu,z the first to comply
and now the war depaftment is reéady
with estimates for the fiscal year 1910-11,
and the figures will show a decrease of
$56,000,000 below the estimates of the pre-
vious year. Army officers who ‘aided 'in
making the . estimates 'declare that , the
économy " is to be -practiced along the‘
lines of improvements in rivers and har-
bors, national cemeteries, building' of pub-
lic parks, aerial navigation, Alaskan ca-
bles, ‘etc., ete., as it would be 'impossible
to feed, clothe and equip the army bf sev-
enty thousand men any cheaper than is
being done at present. One hundred,mil-
lion dollars.a year are required to main-
tain the present standing’ army. This in-
cludes feeding; clothing, housing and pro-
viding * transportation..  Two' million ‘dol-
lars are required angually for' the main-
tenance of the civil establishment of the
department, and, as the 'estithates now
stand—$134,000,000, deducting . the  civil
and military items, there = remains but
$32,000,000 for the maintenance of sol-
diers’ homes, Alaskan military :and post:
roads 'construction and ‘improvement of
rivers and harbore, and all the innumer-
able expenditures that come under this
department of  the government. . :
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, New York, June 12—We tm:hﬁ{ng' a
continuation of the same kind of ‘a market
that has prevailed for some timé,. but with
more buoyancy. and’ wider, dist¥ibuted ad-,
vance between healthy reactions. ' Public
participation in the markef has not yet
reached probably much beyond ‘twenty to
twenty-five per cent: of°holdings at periods
when the. public is supposed .to be fully in
the ‘market. In viéd of this, while some
distribution -appldfs to be taking piace,
there -does not seem to be any basis for
serious breaks at present, and it looks as
though the market would advance much
higher on the same plan of moderate ire-
cessions and accumulating buéyaney in the

 NATIONAL COUNCIL OF WOMEN

The Organization Which Will Hold its Quinguennia! in Toronto
-~ This Week—A Great Federation of Women’s: Societies—

What it Has Done

\

The guinquennial meeting of the Na-
tional Council of Women which will be
held in TForonto commencing on Tuesday
will be one of the most important gath-
erings of the kind ever held in Canada.
St. John will be represented by ‘Mrs.
Robert Thomson, Mrs. David MclLellan
and Miss Mabel Peters, who leave for
Toronto tonight.

The first president of 'the National
Council of Women of Canada was Lady
A_be»rd‘een._r iwho held office from 1803 to
1899.. The pivot upon which the constitu-
tion tests and on which ‘the work of the
Council turns is defined as follows: ‘This
Counail is organized in the interest of mo
one propaganda; and has no power over
the organizations whith constituté it, be-
yond that of suggestion and sympathy;
therefore, no 'society voting to- enter . this
Council shall render itself liable to be in-
terfered with in respect to its complete or-
ganic: unity, .independence of methods of
work, or be committed to any principle or
methods of any other society, or to any act
or utter of the Council, itself, beyond
:?mp]ian with the terms of the constiut-

ion.” i i ‘

The “confession of faith” of the Couneil
1s as follows: ‘“We, women of Canada, sin-
cerely helieving that. the best good of our
homes and nation will he advanced by our
own greater unity of thought, sympathy,
and purpose, and that an' organized move-
meént of women will best conserve - the
highest good of the Family and the State,
doé “hereby band ourselves ‘together to fur-
ther the application of the Golden Rule
to Bociéty, custom ‘and law.™ Wil

Those who formed the Council in 1883;
Wwete most anxious not to frame rules that
would' have too much red tape about them,
anf wighed simply to form an organization
which, in every centre of population would
bring together in common . . thought . and
‘work those who are endeavoring to labor
for: the “welfare of the community,. irre:
spective’ of creed, political party, class of
Tace.. . ¢ X :

.Qn. these lines 21 local Conneils of Wox|

men were formed. throughout Canada, and
many local societies and institutions were
federated with these Councils. Since then
the work has spread tremendously. The
Local, Qouncils organized on, a National
basis form .the National Council which ga-
thers' representatives from all federated or-
ganizations once a year to meet in differ-
ent cities of the Dominion to receive re-
ports, to confer on subjects suggested by
the executive, or by the Local Councils,
fo decide ‘on any combined mational ac-
tion that may be voted desirable, and to
recommend lines of work or inquiry by the
Loeal .Councils in their several provinces, .

The Council in its National, Provincial
or Local capacity has been. imstrumental
in jntroducing many reforms. Among oth-

er things it obtained the introduction  of

manual traini and instruction in do-

the public schools. of On+|

tario, and the training of teachers so they
may give instruction in these-artas. - It ob-
tained the appointment of Women Factory
Inspectore for Quebec and Ontario; like-
wige the extension of.the. provisions of the
Factory Act to the Shops Act in Ontario
as regards the supervision of, women work-
ers. 'It ohtainéd the appointment of wo-
men on the Boards of School Trustees in
New Brunswick, and ‘the amendment of
the School Act so they might be elected in
British Columbia., It has. brought -about
changes in- the arrangement 'for ' women
prisoners ' in various ' places, and 'has: or-
ganized Boards of Associated Charities in
various centres. It ‘has established : hos-
pitals’in some small.centres, and originated
the idea of the Victorian Order of Nurees.
It has organized eooking sehools and -cook-
ing classes; and has spread sanitary know-
ledge especialy ‘by means of health talks
to mothers. It has beed able to 'do some.
thing towards lessening.the circulation: of
impure literature; sfd also inaugurated the
National Home' ding Union.
