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(3) The stated attendants at Christ Church Cathedral shall be entitled 

to elect two Representatives, who shall be stated attendants 
Cathedral, and male communicants of at least 
of the age of twenty-one years.

(4) At the time of the election of lay Representatives, a Substitute, or 
Substitutes, not exceeding in number that of the lay Representatives 
entitled to be chosen, and similarly qualified, may be elected.

(5) In case the lay Representatives elected, or either of them, shall 
not be present at any meeting of the Synod, the place of any lay Repre­
sentative not so present may be taken by one of such Substitutes, the 
Substitute first named in the certificate of election, if he shall be present 
being first entitled to attend; and such Substitute, so taking the place of 
any lay Representative, shall sit and vote until the end of the meeting 
of the Synod at which he shall take his place, in like manner as if he 
had been elected a lay Representative; and the lay Representative 
whose place shall be taken shall not be entitled to sit or vote at such 
meeting; provided that, in order to entitle a Substitute to sit and vote 
at any meeting of the Synod, the non-attendance of the regularly elected 
Representative shall be certified by the Secretary to the Synod, and any 
question regarding the right of the Substitute to attend shall then be 
determined by vote of the Synod, which determination shall be final.
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every year at a meeting 
of the Cathedral by the Bishop, Bishop 

Coadjutor, or Sub-Dean, and elsewhere by the Rector or Missionary in 
charge of the Parish or Cure, or in case the same shall be vacant, or the 
Rector or Missionary is absent, or unable, or shall reftase to summon 
such meeting, then by the Church Wardens, or either of them or by 
any three persons entitled to vote at the same. Such meetings shall be 
held upon Easter Monday or within thirty days thereafter, at such hour 
and place as the person or persons summoning the same shall direct. 
And the Representatives and Substitutes chosen

case

. „ at any such meeting
shall continue in office until others shall be elected in their stead.

(7) In the case of a vacancy occurring in the representation of any 
Parish by death, resignation, refusal to act, or otherwise, such vacancy 
may be tilled at a special meeting, called for the purpose, in the case of 
the Cathedral by the Bishop, Bishop Coadjutor or Sub-Dean, and else­
where by the Rector or other person or persons as provided in the next 
preceding sub-section ; and such special meeting shall be held at such 
time and place as the person or persons summoning the same shall direct.

(8) In the case of the Cathedral, the Bishop, or in case of his absence 
the Bishop Coa4jutor or Sub-Dean, shall preside at every such meeting’ 
and elsewhere the Rector or Missionary in charge of the Parish or Cure ; 
provided that in case there shall be no Rector or Missionary, or he shall
